Sir Thomas LeGrant Button married Gresley (or
Grissyl) the Welsh heiress, of Dyffron probably late in the
13th century. His son, Howel Button, married Guinllian
daughter of Lamkin, Turbeville, of Tyshigston, his
mother being Lucy, daughter and Co-heir of Sir John
Norris Knight of Penlline Castle. ‘

We find the Buttons of Dyffron, Wales, filling the
office of sheriff of Glamorgan County, Wales, 1556, 1564,
1588, 1641; 1666, 1709 and 1727.

Not long after this the male line of the family became
extinct and the family of Pryce entered Dyffron by the

name of Thomas Pryce with the heiress of the place, the
latter willed the Estate to her cousin who married a Rev.
Mr. Guinnette who at his wife’s decease claimed the
estate by the will of his wife, the title to which has for
many years been contested and is still in abeyance and
certain of the heirs by another name is still working on the
descent and title to the estate of Dyffron. By the marriage

with the Rev. Mr. Guinnette there was a son named
Button Guinnette who came to America in Colonial times
and becamc a signer of the Declaration of Independence.

I'have a lady correspondentin Chautauqua Co., N. Y.
"who scnt me a copy of her vast collection of notes obtained
from the County Genealogical History of Glamorganshire,
Wales and other authentic sources during her several
years of rescarch and she hints that she hopes to be able
soon to report matters of great interest to Buttons in
America. This lady has during many years been principal
teacher in the public high schools of Chatauqua Co., N. Y.

The largest collection of Button data obtained from
England and Wales in our scarch for a possible lineage
was transcribed for us by a lady of sixtcen ycars experi-
ence in the public library of New York City, six years of
the time in the employ of the New York Historical and
Genealogical Society as a critic in correcting family records
etc.

We have thus given the interested reader some idea
respecting the scope of our research in an effort to trace

To the descondants of Matthias Button, who eame to
America with Governor John Endicott, landing at Salen,
Mass , September 6, 1628, and died at Haverhill, Mass.,
August 13, 1672, {Gén, Reg.. Vol. VI, p. 246 and Haver-
hill T. Rec.): .

The writer, a lineal descendant of said Matthias But-
ton (being a great grandson ot Matthias Buntton the 4th,
son of Matthias and Mary (Brown) Button, his second
wife, of Westerly, R. L., born there April 22, 1732, was of
Canterbury aud Groton, Ct., and died at Wells, Vt., in
1811}, has, at intervals, during the past twenty years,
been collecting family records—historical and biograph-
ieal sketches of the aforesald emizrant, his family and
descendants—for the purpose of compiling and eventually
publishing a gellealogy of the family in America.

[n 1889 the writer published an outline sketch of this
ancestor, his family and early descendants, including also
xketehes of some of the later branchos of the family, for
the purpose of directing correspondents in locating their
family Hnes and tracing their descent in aid of said pro-
jeet in co-operation with us in onr efforts in compiling a
new and enlargad edition to said sketeh. and also to
extablizh fund< for reimbursement and incidental expenses
Pneurred in earrying out said project proparstory to the
publiestion of the proposed gencaiogy, by collecting $t
per capy for said sketeh. But notwithstanding many who
best appreciated our efforts in this behalf, were liberal in
ordertog one or more copies of the skeweh, there were
others, however, who seemed lukewarm and indifferent,
or perhaps not realizing the importance or pleasure of pos-
sessing such a family history of thelr antecedents, to be
handed down to thelr posterity. .

Not realizing sufficient from this source to enable ux to
push the work in hand, often requiring advances from §!



to $5 for copies of public records, we could only work as
we received funds to work with; hence tha ,unusual delny.
in the progress of our family enterpriss, having already
advanced all we could spare from our limited resources,
which were largely in .excess of receipts from the sale of
said sketch. . . '

But becoming impatient and determined to accomplish
the purpose which we had voluntarily undertaken as pro
moter, and being slightly. favored financially, we com-
menced 10 work pubHe records more stronuously, wnd the:
result has been that within the past three years we have
accomplished more than we had previously accomplishedd
since the publication of said sketch in 1889. But, how-
ever, for every dollar received. from the sale of said
sketch we bave advanced 50 per cent in excess.

We have now accumulated an extensive collection of
family records and most. interesting -sketches of family
history and individual blography :of -the 2everal branches
of the family from public recgrds, loecal. history and other
authentic sourees, which, when complete, Is sufticlont to
ill space of at least 230 pages in a book of ordinary library
gsize. The clreulation of snid sketch, our oxtendod cor-
respondence and searches-.made.in localities where the
family name is represented, has had the effect to excite
the Interest of many prominent members of the family,
who vie with each other iu. collacting and contributing
family recotds and interesting data in co-uperation with
us in this behalf, among whom are oxpert and profes-
sional genealogists, which materially increases onr pros-
pects of succoess. .

In our first eanception of the project as ontlined in the
advaneced sketch of 1839, our estimate of the probable
extent of time to be employed nnd cost of such an under-
taking was subsoquently found to have been considerably
undeorestimated, as upon further investigation it was
found that descondants greatly ontnumbaered onr provious
estimates thercof, and like many of the carlier settlers,
had frequently changed their place of residence before
settling down lor life; it was, therefore, fonnd very diffi-
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cult in tracing them to those 'Intermediate places where
important records might be found. :

The work as now putlined “whon’ thhe missing links in
the several branches shail have been suppiied will- make a
book of not less than 250 pages of ordinary size, as afore:
said, of small pica style df type. eloth -boand and otber-
wise of good material, - and will cost not less than $400 for

And ln/..the event that the aforesaid
number of subscriptions shall not have been so received,
the publication of said book must, of necessity, bhe
deferrod and rest contingent upon tha roceipt of sald
number of subscriptions; and the money so received by
the first advanced installment will be applied as reimburse-
ment to cover incldental expenses advanced and incurred
as aforesald. The foregoing specified terms and condi-
tions are hereby submitted for approval or disapproval, by
interested parties, but is intended to be fuvorable, as pro-
tection against possible bad faith on our part, and is the
basis upon which the proposed enterprise can be carried
out; and when approved by making a subscription for said
book shall be decmed as evidence of good faith by the sub-
scriber and binding as botween the parties thereto and
their representatives and assigns; the said subseription
and agreement to be substantially in accordance with the
foregoing und as collateral thereto.

In the conception of thix family genealogy as ftz pro-
moter, the writer was actuated mainly by a desire to learn
something more definite respecting our ancestors than as
usnally obtalned from traditional sources—as handed
down from parent to child and recounted in presence of
the family circle—often misquoted as facts, and also by a
desire to show our respects to the memory of our deceased
ancestry and kKindred by thus resurrecting (for posterity)
their records and history for all time of those of whom
tradition says were worthy and generally of an industrious
class—occupying, rather, the upper middle walks of life,
as thrifty farmers, artisans, professional men, stitesmen
and soldiers (of both rank and fils), several of whom ware
more or less distinguished as such, aund were weoll repre-
sented in the early Indian and Colonial wars, including
the great Revolutionary struggle for liherty and natlonai



independones, saveral of whom having lald down their
lives in their country’s cause, in all the wars in which our
conntry has been engaged down to the present time, as
their history will show, in the proposed genealogy.

‘Therefore, in gratitude for our common inheritance of
American citizenship, which, b:y their puatriotism, valor
and lovalty they helped to establish, let us join in dedi-
eating this famlily history as o lasting monument to their
nmaemory, and those of their kindred dead.

‘And let us hope that atl descendants of this, our com-
mon ancestor, may be moved by a like sentiment, or just
pride of ancestry, on receipt of this little booklet, and
hasten to contribute towards this worthy project by sab-
seribing for the projected boak, thus adding to the requi-
site number which will insnre its speedy publication; and
also withont delyvy (if they have not previously done so),
proc el to collact family reenrds both of their own family,
as also  that of thebr fathar's, grandfather’s and other
remote  aneastors, which they may be ahle to secure,
giving names, diates and places of births, marriages and
deaths, and noting the sources from whence all material
information was obtained, thus furnishing s ready refer-
cnce to where tho same may be obtained as avidence of
descent and title to inheritanees which may have acerued
to any individnal or family named in said book, at the
same time reli~va us from responsibility of possible errors
which way o¢enr in the compilation of this ganealogy, by
placing the samo wiaere it shall appear to belong.

The sources from whence family records should be
sought are Family Bibles, Township Clerk’s office, Pro-
bate Conrts, where rocords of wills and administrations of
intestates estates give tho names of parents and children,
and chireh records of baptisms and marriages; registers
of deeds. give names of husband and wile; monuments
show dates of births, deaths and relationship of the
deconsed; town and loeal history often discloses names
and dates of births, marriages, deaths, ete.

Stephen Decatur Button, decd., late of Camden, N. J.,
was one of the oldest and most celebrated architecis in
the United States, whose works are to be found in many
parts of New Jersey, Peunsylvania and other states.

The following are among the most noteworthy struct-
ures, viz: State House. Montgomery, Ala.; railroad office,
tourth street, Philadelphia, (first fire-proof building in
Phila.) Spring Garden Institute, Phila ; Chestnut Street
Theater, Phila.; First Baptist Charch, Phila. (Broad and
Arch Sts.); including many other churches, market houses
and private residences in the city of Philadelphia. He
planned the State Insane Asylum in Delaware. In New
Jorsey he planned the City Hall. Two ferry houses, seven
churches and thirteen school honses at Camden An
whnshouse for Gloucester and Cape May connties. The
Howland House at Tong Branch and muny residences,
hotels and public bunildings throughout the state. e left
a valuable architectural library to the Philadelphia Chap-
ters, He wasg also a great inineralogist, and left a collec-
tion of 2,000 valuable specimens, which was presented to
the high school of Camden by his daughter. He left two
ehildren—a daughter Maria, an artist, and son Willlam G.
-Button. building inspector of Philadelphia.

The ahove is from an obituary clipped from a Camden
newspaper bearing date immediate or subsequent to the
death of Mr. Button, as copied for the interested reader
as # specimon.of many similar sketches reserved for the
proposed genealogy.

As the will of Peter Button was made and executed in
Westerly, R. L., in 1725, and as records show he died in
Stonington fn 1726, it is evident that he first lived in
Stonington, where four of his children ware born;thencoe
moved to Westerly about 1695, where he purchased 160
acres of land, which he divided among his six sons, and
probably returned to Stonington to spend his remaining
days (perhaps with son or daughter living there), as he
was quite well advanced in years

Now we have much of the f‘unily records of his chil-
dron and descendants more or less incomplete—wanted,
nevertheless, records of the numerous descendants of
Peter and Mary Button down to the present generation,
where the same has not hitherto been sent in. .

His descendants, it is said, still oceupy
the old homestead ot Pittstown, of whom we :have a
record of a few of the children more or less incomplete.

The preamble will also include several pages of most
interesting sketches of history and blography of the
ancient English and French branches of our supposed
antecedents dating back to 1037, showing our name to
have becn derived from the French name, de Bethune,
who settled in various parts of England about that time.
There are sovoral descriptions of the arms as adopted by
tho respective branches of the family named ia the gen-
ealogical work aforesaid, slightly differing merely sulfi-
clent to distinguish the oue from the other, They wore
barons and possessed largoe landed estates under tho
ancient feudal system of land tenure—rendering tharo-
fore milltary service to their immediste fendal lord by
furnishing a cortain number of their retainers (their ten-
ants) in time of war [t is sid that the Bethunesg wors
descended from a long line of barons of the ciiy and ter-
ritory of Besennen in Palestine, It will also be inter-
sparsed with notes of »n miscellancous charsctor as
obtained from historical and geneiligical works rospect-
ing differont members of the family in Eagland previous
to 1607 and subsegnent to 1233, the formor date having
recently bean discovered to have been the date of the
birth of our ancestor—the emigrant, Matthias Button,
the 1st—as beinz the son of 2 Thomas. Button of Harrold,
England. bap. there Oct. 11. 1637, and whnse father,
(Thomas Buatton) was buried there June 26, 1617, as
shown by c¢opy of syid rocotds fron tho parvish registor of
Harrold. Now lacking turther evidence of identification,
to establish the nativity and parentage of our sa‘d ancos-
tor for whizh we are making search.
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Tho greatost difzqlty which ‘promoters of under-
takings of this character have to coutend with, Is that of
Jdnterference by parties nctunted by specalative motives,
who spring up out of factions of the descendants, ready to
take advantage of thelr relatlonship, which often
endangors, if not ontirely destroys, all prospects of suc-
cess; anl herein lles the secret of so many faflures to
recover remoto inherltances, which otherwise might have
been obtainod and enjoyed by the heirs. The writer has
had many years’ experience in mattors of this character.
From 1862 tn 1887 as attorney at-law, and war claim
agent continuously so engaged, and from 1887 to 1887 at
intervals so engaged in the prosecution of pensions (and
varions orher claims) accruing to soldiers and thelr repre-
sontatives during tho war of the rebellion of 1861, in
many cases of which it became necessary to produce
evidence of births, marrizsges and deaths—often having
resort to foreign records, including English, Irish and
German, in cases of alien claimants—from which experi-
ence we hava galned some knowledge of the mathod of
searching records.
