Ichabod Briggs and wife, Sarah Catherine, lived· at Fairville for a 
time; removed to West Macedon, N. Y. (Wayneport) with their three 
small children. The other children were all born at West Macedon, 
N. Y. 

Their home still stands and is located from Route 31, (Palmyra 
Road) the second house on left of Wayneport road, going north. 

Ichabod Briggs was Postmaster at Wayneport for thirty years, and 
its chief patron. Aside from a farmer he was a contributor to farming 
periodicals, and conducted a subscription agency. The latter industry 
grew to such proportions, that the West Macedon Post Office did the 
largest amount of business of any one in the county, and one year, be­
came a presidential class. In his old age he gave up the business, anr! 
the post office was ·abandoned. He was buried at Wayneport, N. Y. 
cemetery, as also was his father Jeremiah Briggs. 
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Extracts from the 1851 diary of Ichabod White Briggs, pro"e that 
he was nn important man even beyond his own township. The year 1851 
saw the starting of the main line of the New York Central Railroad and 
the diary record of January 19, tells of the "Railroad surveyors at work 
on our farm," many references of boarding the surve:•ors, drawing lum­
ber for the railroad, and in mid August of an a war :l of two hundred 
seventy five dollars for land taken from the farm. 

He was interested in gardening and horticultun, and on June 8, 
recorded that that day he grafted a tomato on potato stalk. He was a 
pioneer in trying to propagate the two plants. together and it was not 
until 1940 that it was successfully done. 

me speaks of attending several vendues, (auctions) and acting as 
derk, driving a horse 50 miles to take inventory for a f;rm in Weedsport, 
N. Y., mention is made frequently of trips by "Packet Boal" on the 
canal. Canandaigua, and Palmyra, and the "Locks" ,...,ere the principal 
markets for his garden produce, even the sale of swee· potatoes is men­
tioned. 

In 1854 he organized probably the firr,t subscription agency in the 
country and the neat little 12 page folder advertising the combinations 
of club offers for papers and periodicals, lists the na·nes of such well 
known magazines as the Harpers Monthly, Atla.ntic Monthly, Moore's 
Rural New Yorker, Country Gentleman, Scientific Am•!rican, Life Illus­
trated, and many others. The folder was called "The Rural Empire 
Club," and grew into an important business, and was carried on for 
many years, and led to the appointment of I. W. Briggs as Postmaster at 
West Macedon, N. Y. on June 18, 1866, continuing rs such until the 
office was discontinued, August 8, 1887. The office was made of the 
Presidential class in 1875. 

Diary in possession of Lewis F. Allen. 
Note: The following love letters of ichabod and Sarah Catherine 

Case Briggs were taken from a bound collection in possession of Terry 
Briggs Aldridge. Each letter in their own handwriting. These letters 
tell much of the early life of these two people.-B.B.A. 

Schenectady, Feb. 5th, 1838. 
Monday, 1½ o'clock P. M. 

After sealing the 7th letter written since 12, yesterday, and de­
positing them in the office, I came to the conclusion, viz. That I would 
address a line to Miss C. which would just about finish my day';, work. 
I have been seeking an occasion for writing to you, But can Render no 
excuse for this intrusion, than that it would be very pleasant to hear 
from you direct, and the common rules of mouesty forbid your address­
ing me unasked, even though you might be ever so much inclined, and 
perhaps you may think the same. Rules forl:)id me unasked from ad­
dressing you but I have no other apr:i!ogy to offer for this breach of 
modesty or politeness than the one above stated. 
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Should yon be disinclined to write to me you will at least pardon 
me, this I am very sure of. 

I attended Mr. Newel's Singing School last Saturday evening, and 
went home with Menzies R., his wife being on a visit to the Country, his 
Little Girl was there, and his mother-in-law. The little miss is very 
interesting and pretty withal I would have said she is very much like 
S. C. C. if I had not payed those --- on her, but you know I detest 
flattery, as bad as you do, therefore I will skip over those places. 

Our school is pleasant. The girls are pleasant, the singing is pleas­
ant, the master is pleasant, and Mr. J. C. Burnham is very pleasant as 
usual. but I believe it could be more pleasant. i am sure it WAS iast 
Winter. Don't you think so S. 

I am rather lonesome this Winter. I have been home about two 
weeks since the close of the canal, have been reading some, and attend­
ing writing school. This last employment, I ought not to have men­
tioned, for this scribbling shows anything but improvement in my hand. 
Daniel has got through his business for tl;ie season, and has gone home 
to comfort his dear beloved Amelia. 

M. R. and family are well, and the last news from Cathy was, that 
she was well and would return home in a short time, this I got from 
Menzies, and on inquiry if there was a Post Office in town of Arcadia, he 
said he directed the letters to Newark. I knew there was no Post 
Office in your town, for I had looked in the register for this purpose, 
and this is one reason that I have never intruded upon your peace before 
now. I shall expect you will a.cknowledge the receipt of this comr;mni­
cation if you are so unfortunate as to receive it. 

It is possible that an intercourse with your old friends and acquain­
tances, has displaced, or obliterated, some of the new formert in this 
country. For I hold it to be a true maxim, never to dismiss an old and 
tried friend for a new or hence your early acq_uaintances are undoubt­
edly most expected. I only ask such a proportion of your regards, as 
your judgement tells you I am entitled to. 

I will therefore close, with wishing you joy and happiness through 
a long and happy life. 

I claim the Honor to be called your 
Friend I. W. Briggs. 

Arcadia, June the 26, 1838. 
Having a good opportunity I thought I would write to you, which 

I should have done before this time. Have I not been very negligent. 
Cousin Catherine and her aunt started for home after making us a good 
visit, only not half long enough. I am a great friend to long visits, and 
long letters from friends. Catherine said she saw you, when they came 
down, and that you was in good health and spirits, talking of going to 
S. when they returned all of whi,ch was very good. I presume you will 
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~c there on the 4. If you are I wish y JU much happiness. I did not 
finish my letter last evening, and today Uncle and Aunt have gone to 
Phelps, and left me to keep house al01,e, therefore, I shall have but 
little time to write. I went down to Newark with the girls, and as there 
was no B:lat going east, we went into the tavern, which you perhaps 
remember. When I stepped into the room I thought of you, and the 
scenes of other days, which are past, never to return. If I could enjoy 
the company of some of my absent friends, this afternoon, I should feel 
cheerful and happy. But as that blest privaledge denies me, I will try 
to be content with writing to one. ! had quite a battle with Cathy about 
a ring. She said she was very sure the letters I.W.B. was marked on 
the ring. I told her I guess she was mistaken. There is some particular 
persons about here that are very anxious to know, who gave me the 
ring that I wear. But _they have not pen:uaded this child, yet nor do I 
think they will, because "it's none of their business" as Cousin Amelia 
says. 

But it's getting to be rather late, and as I am housekeeper today, I 
shall· soon have to bring this epistle to a close, and think you will not 
be sorry, for it has been written in haste and with a poor pen. I don't 
know at present, that I have any objections to a continued correspond­
ence. All the excuse I have to offer is my inability, and unworthiness. 
And as to previous engagements, there is none. I am aware that the 
bark of friendship is often formed on the rock of de,ceit. But I trust it 

. is not so in this Case. You, sir,. best know your own heart, and if you 
are sincere and generous (which I will not doubt) will receive frankness, 
from one who styles herself your friend.

Utica, July 8, 1838. 

I find it very difficult to get terms to express myself as cautiously 
as perhaps I ought to. Don't you? Now the first Impulse of the mind 
or the Jirst flash of thought after I have grasped a pen and dipped it in 
the ink never errs in diction. It tells me who I am about to address, 
and in what ESTIMATION I hold them as friends or relatives, and with­
out dissembling or stopping to select some complimentary, non commit­
tal words, I invariably open the subject with "Dear Sir," "Reverend," 
"I:Iuch Esteemed," "Dr Friend," "Sir," Madam," "Beloved," "Dearly Be­
loved," and such like terms, all significant. The two last terms however, 
I have only had occasion to use when writing to my ma. She of course 
is beloved and dearly beloved, by her only boy, and she loves him I 
know. But I am straying from the subject altogether. I was merely 
;?,Ging to apologize for using a term whi.ch for ought I know might be 
oITensive. that is to say 
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"Dear Catherine" 
It is with pleasure I now acknowledge the receipt of your kind 

letter of the 26th, mailed at Newark. Don't you suppose I was in doubt 
about your answering mine. Indeed I was. But not because of your 
in,capability, for I know better than that, having had before now valuable 
testimonials of your qualifications and capacity which I have placeJ 
among those articles I hold dear. Neither did I doubt your courage to 
reply to any communication of the kind from any source what so ever. 
My doubts then must have arisen, you perceive from some other source. 
-Aye they were confined only within my own breast, viz, my own un­
worthiness in your estimation. But these doubts like dense clouds have 
been so far dispelled by your condescention as to admit a glimmer of 
Light and Sunshine, which I hope may open to Meridian day. 

The 4th popped off without anything happening to mar the fine 
feelings of our citizens. That glorious day was celebrated in a very 
appropriate manner. I had the pleasure of hearing an oration at the 
1st Presbyterian Church. 

On the evening of the 4th in Schenectady, in the midst of their 
mirth, two fine young men lost their lives, and many more narrowly 
escaped. It appeared, there was an assemblage of people at the "Large 
Basin," where they were sporting with Rockets in the water and in the 
air. A Water Rocket that had been ignited, and thrown from the boat 
into the water, jumped out of the water, and fell into the boat where 
two young men were engaged in preparing their fire works. They all 
took fire at once, about 50 in number, and the scene which ensued bear;-; 
description. The two young men dove immediately into the Basin, 
where the water was about 14 feet deep, and never rose again. When 
fished out one of them was so badly burned as not to be recognized, by 
his features or clothes. A Ring upon one of his fingers, first told the 
name of the unfortunate youth. He was a Wm. Allen "Silversmith" and 
member of the Band, the other a Mr. Rogers, Student from Union Col­
lege. Those on the deck of the boat jumped into the water and swam 
ashore. This was about nine o'clo.ck in the evening-that was a sorrow­
ful time and will long be remembered by the ,citizens of Schenectady. 
The following day was a day of mourning. It is said that the funeral 
procession that followed those youths to their long home, was the 
largest and most solemn assemblage ever collected in that city on a 
similar occasion. 

I receive letters very frequently from Menzies and Daniel. By 
the last intelligence they were well and their families. I did call on your 
cousin and aunt, when they were going up, and intended to call on them 
again, going down. But they did not return in same boat (note by 
compiler-these trips were on Erie Canal) so they were e}:pected to. 
Capt St. John did not get along by Newark, by one day as soon as he 
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intended to, so he missed them. You recc Hect our Capt. I presume, he 
made great Dependence on bringing you down with him and 1--­
made SOME dependence on seeing you on board his boat. Daniel had 
written to me that you was expected to return with your cousin, nor did 
I know, but what you had gone to S,chenectady, untill I received your 
letter. Please accept of my best wishes for your present, future hap­
piness, and write to me as often as you fincl time and opportunity. I did 
think some of writing you a long letter but I am so busy with other writ­
ing, that one sheet will hold for this time.

Arcadia, July 24, 1838. 
Dear Friend: 

It is with pleasure, I acknowledge the receipt of your letter which 
I received in due time after it was mailed. And now to tell the truth, I 
have nothing to write that will be interesting to you, but I shall write a 
few lines by way of memorial. This is rather a blue Monday don't you 
think so? I took a ride the 4th, but wishrid myself at home, about 20 
times. There was 18 couple went from .Arcadia to Geneva and after 
dinner we all walked down t9 the Lake and took a steam boat ride which 
was quite pleasant. We arrived home safoly about twelve in the eve­
ning and I thought I should stay thear some time, for it was the longest 
day (or at least it seemed to me) that I have experienced in some time. 
You know some times the hours pass so sweetly, that they are gone too 
soon, but it was not so with me that day, I assure you. I did not want 
to go, but as the young gentleman and l:.ldies was going I though I 
wouid not be an odd one, but this chiid wili not get caught in another 
such a --- you may call it what you are a mind to. I was informed 
yesterday that the gentleman I went with, was likely to loose his Case 
and that will make it propper, don't you think so. 

Dr. Case was here last week, but did not stay but a little while. 
'Cathy promised to write as soon as she got home, but has not to me at 
least. I have not written my Dear Menzies in four months and I expect 
to get a real scolding, and in fact, I think I deserve one. I never write 
to him very often, when Mr. and Mrs. Hoag are there, because he is very 
apt to show letters to them and I don't like the plan. 

I shall expe,ct a good long letter before long. Hope you will be 
pleased to receive this and be assured of the unaltered Friendship of 

Catherine. 

TWO YEARS LATER 
Schenectady, Aug. 17, 1840. 

Catherine My Dear: 
I am very happy to hear of your safe arrival among your friends. 

This intelligence arrived this afternoon by mail at 2 o'clock. Oh! How 
gratifying to Receive those precious papers from the hand of her I love 
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-Catherine-doubt not the love and Constancy of me-your Best Friend, 
the Summit of my ambition is to see you happy and to contribute all 
within my Power to Render you Perfectly so. This and this alone can 
make me happy. Your smiles are food to my hopes and your affections 
though but feebly demonstrated I cannot seriously doubt, without a 
Sumultaneous Prostration of all those prospects of Happiness to be en­
joyed with you which Fancy has so often portrayed to my delighted im­
agination. Oh! Where! is happiness to be found if not in the "Union 
of 2 fond hearts." Certainly not in this world. For sure I am that I 
have one and perhaps is little cause for being unhappy as most any other 
mortal in my Situation and Station in Life. Still there is a restlessness, 
a Kind oi Va,cuum (Never so sensibly experienced before as Since my 
acquaintance with you) which nothing can supply but the Love of her I 
Love-N0-No-that is not all-I am assured I have that already. It 
is the Union of Hearts, cemented by kindness and affection. Here is the 
fountain whence the real pleasures of this Life do flow. May this be 
our lot. You will observe Catherine in the first page of this sheet, un­
finished sentences and perhaps you may not be able to make them come 
together, so as to make sense, but I trust you will excuse my Style, you 
ever have been very indulgent in that Respect. I was interrupted about 
as many times as they are-by boatman. I am now entirely alone, have 
just been to tea-or rather cold water. Mrs. Milk, Amanda and myself 
comprise the whole company. Menzies has gone to Saratoga Springs, 
so has my boss and ~hum. Bye the Bye my chum found it expedient to 
come to the office just one day after it was too late for me to attempt to 
overtake you, how Provoking! I made a good deal of dependence on 
accompanying you, and after that on overtaking you before you arrived 
at Newark. I depended so much on it, that I did not give the Captain 
any Instructions nor my Father, I meant to have told the Old Gentle­
man to stop at Newark or Lockville with the Old Lady and take a Packet 
after carrying you Home.

Father was born May 28, 1848 at Wayneport, N. Y., on the farm

Article taken in part from Fairport paper-At the death of Dr. 
Charles Briggs he was in his 78th year. He had been engaged in the 
general practice of medicine for 52 years in and around Fairport, N. Y. 

A kindly man, a man of deep sympathies and rich human under­
standings. Dr. Briggs had ministered to the people of his community 
and thos2 of the adjacent rural areas from the days when a busy country 
doctor was forced by the urgencies of his profesdon to maintain a stable 
of five horses to the present much simplified practi,ce that sees all 
country physicians moving rapidly through thei : list of daily calls in a 
motor car. 

In many parts of the land, men and wome't who were once "Doc" 
Briggs' babies will mourn the passing of this gentle and skillful physic­
ian. TwCl years ago when he completed his 50th year of service, 300 of 
his friends and patients called at the Briggs horne to pay their respects 
to a man who had taken care of them, and the members of their fam­
ilies. 

"I've brought only 1800 children into the v,orld," he said. 
He was born near Macedon, and graduated f ~om the Buffalo Medical 

College. Shortly after his graduation he began a practice in Fairport, 
that continued without interruption, until last month (1933). 

Fond of telling of his medical experiences in his earlier days, Dr. 
Briggs was always progressive in his profession. He was keen for all 
new developments in medical science until the end. He had been 
health officer at one time. The village was suffering with an epidemic 
of malaria. Dr. Briggs instituted a campaign :o have the frog ponds 
1;long the old canal bed dried up. These ponds had been the breeding 
ground for malaria carrying mosquitoes, and on,'.e they were eliminated 
the dread disease was quickly controlled. 

Doctor Briggs died in the General Hospital at Rochester, N. Y.

Arthur Gilbert Aldridge, fifty-seven years of age in attempting to 

flag the through mail train, which he wanted to take for Syracuse, either 
stubbed his toe and fell or was seized with heart attack, with which he 
was affected occasionally was struck and killed by the engine. He was 
shoved thirty feet, before the train was brought to a stop. The engineer 
claims to have seen him fall a,cross the track. Mr. Aldridge was a pro­
duce dPaler on a large scale with warehouse at Fishers. He was a 
trustee in the Methodist Church at Victor, N. Y., where he and his 
family were members.

We, ie, your pa and ma, are very 
comfortable. Ma goes around singing at her work, like a girl of sixteen, 
while I am permitted to lie in bed, till all the rest have had their break­
fast, then I find a fresh griddle full of pancakes, a good cup of coffee, 
chair between the table and stove, warm plate, etc. 0 ain't she a good 
Ma! Well, then I sit round sometimes right in the way and smoke my 
pipe. Sometimes I fetch in the water, the wood and the coal, but don't 
do much but sit round in the way, and write, and all without being 
scolded. 

I ought to be happy and I think I am one of the happiest old men 
in the world. Yesterday ma sent by Jerry for a new pipe and a paper 
of tobacco for me and I smoke as often as I please (no s,colding) though 
I know it is a foolish habit, and perhaps injurious to the health. I 
can't or do not leave it off, but a few days at a time.

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RECOLLECTIONS OF GRANDFATHER ICHABOD BRIGGS 

My earliest recollections of grandfather would be those of a small 
boy about eight or nine years of age. He certainly liked small boys and 
girls, and all of the grandchildren no doubt remember the big gold 
watch, and the cane with the ivory top carved into the head and face of 
r. long bearded patriarch. There was a hole in the head about where 
the patriarch's ear should have been and we used to delight in looking 
1 o see the picture inside, the boys at least did not agree when discuss­
ing the cane in later years as to just what the picture was. The lead 
pencils which every grandchild re,ceived at Chr:.stmas were a real prize. 
My memory vividly recalls when we all went to r, dinner party at grandpa 
and grandmas' and seeing Fred McLeod lying on the lounge, and Uncle 
Dr. Briggs taking his temperature with a little glass tube. I remembe1· 
that after his examination the Doctor laughed md said, "Well, I guess 
the kids will all have the 'measles'." Fred surely peppered the young­
r.ters. Grandfather was a wonderful gardener and "pieplant" was one 
of the spring tonics that my folks always brought home. The boys knew 
well where the harvest apple. tree was and the ''pound sweet and straw­
berry ,apples" were. The watermelon patch was another well loved spot. 

Sweet potatoes were another luxury to whi1 hwe looked forward to 
having when we were fortunate enough to "eat" ;vith grandpa and grand 
ma and Aunt Kit. Grandfather's diary of 1851 tells about planting two 
hundred sweet potato sets. 

The Post Office seemed a mysterious place 3nd we liked to see the 
mail sorted and put into the little boxes, and Wt' boys often went to the 
railroad with Uncle Rod to see him hang the m;iil bag on the hook and 
to wait to see the train snatch the bag from it, tnother bag of mail was 
1hrGwn off the train and we helped (?) carry it to the post office. 

The thousands of circulars which were fold ~d and addressed to be 
~cnt into all of the states, made us wonder ho"/ grandfather knew so 
many people. 

Grandfather was an important person in his .community and there 
r.re many instances where he was c,alled to act a .. ; clerk at a vendue, we 
call them "auctions" now. Numerous records ,how that he was fre­
quently called to make "inventories" of store goods as far away as 
Newark, making the trips by "Packet boat" from Wayneport. One 
amusing record said: "Went to sleep and was carried by to Fairport 
and had to hoof it home." He evidently experimented with fruits and 
vegetables, and his references to "peach seedlings in the nursery row 
and budding them to buds from Honest John," are numerous. Once 
"Many people came to sample the new varieties." Found them no bet­
ter than Honest .John. In July of 1851 he "grafted a tomato on potato 
stock," evidently the union was not a success. Grandfather pioneered 
a century ahead of the Potato tomato, whi,ch now is common. 
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My father told me some incidents that are worth making note of. 
He said that one of the farm papers offered a reward to anyone who 
could find a head of wheat and a head of chess growing on the same 
straw, and that grandfather Briggs found one but one of the heads 
became dislodged in mailing and the exhibit was not accepted. 

Potato bugs were unknown until about 1870. Farm papers were 
reporting about damage by the "Colorado beetle," and grandfather sent 
to a correspondent in Colorado and had some sent to him by mail. 
Father said the bugs were kept for some time, and fed fresh potato 
leaves, but finally destroyed.

"The White reunions were held each year starting 1867, and were 
held for 75 years. The first reunion was in celebration of the · home 
coming of the. boys from the Civil War. My ancestor John T. White and 
Ichabod White Briggs were cousins, and these families were always in 
attendance at these reunions. 
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Many of these reunions were held at Uncle Jedediah Whites, at his 
Sea Breeze home on the lake, where also lived their eldest daughter and 
husband, Mr. and Mrs. Henry D. Schanck. 

Other reunions were held in Ichabod White Briggs orchard across 
the road from the house, also at Ellery Allen's home, and many many re­
unions were held at my grandfather's home, John T. White. I was 8 
months old, the first one I attended."

ADDITIONAL ICHABOD WHITE DATA 

(Received by a descendant of Ichabod) 

In an article by Dr. E. G. Titus on the Duanesburg Friends Meeting, 
which appeared in the Utah Genealogical and Historical Magazine Vol. 
4 (1913), there is a table of birth and death records. (Newberry Li_­
brary in Chicago). 

Included in this list is: 
"I,chabod White, died 22d day, 4th month, 1816, aged 57 years, G 

months, 25 days, son of Ichabod and Rebecca White of Duanesburg." 
Comparison with the Wills of Schenectady County identifies him as the 
testator Ichabod White of Duanesburg, whose will was written Jan. 2-1. 
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1816, probated June 15, 1816 (mentions wife Abigail, ch.: Isaac, Ichabod, 
Enoch, James, Jacob, Margaret, Abigail, Rachel Wilbur, Catherine White, 
gr. ch.: Rebeckah Meister. 

His parentage also squares with the will of another Ichabod White, 
written Sept. 24, 1809, probated Oct. 20, 1810, which mentions wife Re­
beckah, and children Edward, I,chabod, John, Aaron and Rachel. 

The town records of Glocester, R. I. (See Rhode Island Vital Rec­
ords) marriage of Ichabod White and Rebecka Cummings, June 14, 
1752, by John Smith, Justice, refers to the testator of 1809. 

The 1790 census gives three Ichabod Whites in New York State, one 
in Duanesburg, Albany Co., one in Stephentown, Albany, Co., and one 
in Washington town, Dutchess Co. 

It is probable that Ichabod I, went from Glocester, R. I. to town of 
Washington, Dutchess Co., where perhaps his son Ichabod II, and his 
grandson Ichabod II!, were born, and finally to Duanesburg where he 
died. 
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
