Benjamin ‘eber took up 232 acres of land of lot 8
German Coripany's Tract, north of the town of uct&rloo 1n
Waterloo Township, ot erloo County in 1€17. The house still
on this farm was built in 1830 when the first log cabin was
no longer roomy e¢ncugh for the numerous llttle Webers,

In 1890, Joseph M., son of Benjamin, divided the farm for
his sons, Joeeph Se <nd Noah S. Noah moved into the new
Bulldlngs, erected on the north pmrtion of land while Jnseph
S. remained on the old homestead,

A1l fifteen children of Joseph S. were born in the house
on the old homestecad. The house has been remodeled in
time, but is etill the originel building.

In 1923, a house was built for Newton Webers on the
Weber farm on uhc other side of the highway. Newton wes
serving as pactdr of the Erb St. Mennonite Church.

In 1925, Joseph H,, son of Joseph S., took over the
0ld homestead and Joceph S. moved into the house across th
highwey, built in 1923,

Howard Earl son of Joseph H, was born in the old home-~
stead house mnklng him the first lleber of the fourth gener-
ation to be bern on the old farm. Later Leonard James was
also born there.

Howard Schmitt wes born in the little house across the
highwaye. Thcse three sre all of the fourth generatlon to
be born on Weber land. . :

When Benjamin czme to Cenada he brought a grendfather
clock which his ancestors had brought from Switzerlend in
about 1721, Benjamin said t et the clock should stay on the
farm, so whoevcr owned the farm hed the clock,

Joseph H. sold the farm in December of 19245, Since no
one in the Weber family scemed interested in the farm, it
was sold to Aldred Shantz, the present owner. Since 2 ieber
was not getting the farm, "the cleck had to be sold. Orval
bought the clock and it is etill in his possession., Orval
had it repaired and it is still working nicely. It has ¥een
a family custom to put the baby teeth in the bottom of the
frame. Where this collection is now is not known.

Lorne veber, son of Noah S., sold the north portion
of the %Weber ferm to Roy Martin in ]947. Lorne built a new
home on the original corner of the farm. He is the only
Weber still on the original Weber land.
