Lemuel had five sons, Parlee, Jesse, Platt. 

John and Henry. Jesse was an officer in the 

Revolution. John. was the General John Brush 

who commanded the Duchess County troops 

at the Harlem Bridge in the war of 1812, and 

who was afterwards Major General of the 

l\lilitia. 

Colonel Henry Brush was captain of the Ohio 

Volunteers in the war of 1812, and was on his 

way to Detroit with 230 men, 100 beef cattle, 

and other provisions and a mail at the time 

General Hull surrendered, August 16th, 1812 

Capt. Brush had arrived at tht river Raisin, 

and was in im1ninent danger of falling into the 

hands of the indians under Tecumtha, through 

the negligence of Hull to send a reinforcement. 

\Vhen notified on the r 7th by a British officer 

with a flag of truce, of Hull's surrender with 

his army, including his own com1nand, hE:. 

refused to accept the notice as authoritative, 

and escaped with most of his stores to Ohio.
