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FOREWORD

It is now more than thirty-five years since the publication
of * Blatchford Memorial I1 ” compiled by Eliphalet Wickes
Blatchford and dated May 31, 1912. I have been requested to
bring the genealogy down to date so far as the family of my
father, E. W. Blatchford, is concerned. This I have attempted
to do with the aid of various members of his family who have
graciously assisted. I trust the record is accurate although
the data has not been verified by comparison with official
records of births, marriages, divorces or deaths.
