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PREFACE. 

Tms somewhat curious compilation is not wholly an or;6inal 
work, but results from an interest created by th:! perusal of 
a pedigree found in the Genealogy of the * Tuttle Fm1ily. It 
is a verification and correction of that to the perioc! of Amer­
ican emigration, and is here presented in enlarged form. 
The pedigree is of interest not merely to the corr,piler, but to 
all those who can trace their connection to Obadi3.h and ~Iary 
Bruen, who were early settlers in this country (and their de­
scendants are legion); for it is theirs as well as his. 

The compil"r is absolutely certain that no links are missing. 
and that each party in the line was the son or daughter of the 
<>ne preceding; for he has carefully traced the succes.sion by 
m~ans of the exceedingly fine collection of English histories 
in the possession of the Watkinson Library of this city, though 
a comparison with the Tuttle record ;will 1eveal some differ­
ences betwe~n the two. The first sixteen gener::?tions, run­
ning in royal lines, can be ea~ily verif.ed by reference to 
works oi histc,ry relating to the countries and times in which 
they lived; but for convenieace th.! leading cyclopa:d:a, and 
biographical dictionaries, both Er_g!ish and French, have been 
primarily used. 

Commencing with the seventeenth -generation, the sources 
from which the compiler's information has been derived ,ae 
given; but these numerically represent but a small part of the 
books consulted during this resea=-th.

PEDIGREE. 

I. 

Pepin the Old, somet-imes t:alled .!:'epin of La11de::. ~':e 
founder of the family, is said to haYe been born abm~t :::,o. 
He was of a Brabant family and :ook :,is Je,-igm.tion r::-om 
Landen (now in Liege, Belgium). Rebe!1ing \\·ith other oi :he 
great lords of Austrasia, against the rule of Brunehaut. wno 
was regent for the youthful king, he orrered the cro= ':o 
Clotaire IL, king of Xeu<;tria, who in re,\ard of his «er.ices 
created him Mayor of the Palace of Austrasia, an office wh!cb. 
he coutinued to hold during the two following reigns. He 
died in 639. 

II. 

Begga. (daughter of Pepin the Old) married Ansegis~s. He 
was the son of St. Arnolf, duke of Austrasia, and afterwards 
Bishop of Metz, and his mother was Sai:1t Dode. Tne exact 
date of his birth is unkr,own, and he died before 6j3- Be 
early attached hit:1self to Pepin of Landen (or the Ole_:, ~fa):or 
of the Palace under Clotaire IL and a number of his succes~ 
sors. Ansegisus was the owner of a large PState w:iich later is 
found in the possession of the Duke of Brabant, resident of 
the chateau of Chevremont near Liege. Some hist3rians assert 
that Ansegisus himself held the title of Duke of Brabant; 
which is errone0us, as the dukedom was not created until after 
his time. One day while engaged in the chase he discovered 
a newly-born infant abandoned by the wayside. He rescued 
the child, named him Goudoin, educated and cared for him; 
but was rewarded for his kindness by the blackest ingratitude. 
Goudoin managed to obtain and cany away the greater p~•n 
of the goods of his adopted father, and sought the hand of his 
wife, Saint Begga; and in order the better to c;irry out the 
design, resorted to assassination, a method common in those 
barbarous days, a11d murdered Ansegisus while at th:: cha,-e. 
Before the murder of her husband Saint Begga took refuge in 
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I-Ie~b~1ic. ana entire1v ,virhd!·c\v her~e!f frorn the \vo:-ld. fn 

later years Pepin J' Heristai .1ci1ievcd vengeance 10r the lie:uh

II I. 

P(•pill Te Gros; or I'cnin d'Heris,al, was born about the 
micidle :Jf tlie seventh cent,iry. In concert with his brother 
:\bnin. m;tyor of the pal:.:.ce, he led an insurrection a~:1inst 
Da6 ,Jbcrt II., who died in 679. These rwo chiefs then rec:i1·ed 
the title of "Duh:es oi the Franks," and the kingly title was 
:ibolished. In :rn ineffectual attemp[ in G8o to subdue ~eusrria, 
then gov,~rned by the mayor E:Jroin. :\fartin was kilied, ;rnd 
Pepin remained the only duke of Austrasia. In 687, having 
routed the Germans, Pepin innded Neustri.1; the contest 
cuh11:nated in the battle of Testry, when Roman France, as 
Northern Gaul was called, succumbed to Teutonic France, and 
Pepin bcca:11e the ackrwwkd;ed ruler cf the Frankish enrni:e. 

Thierry III., Dagoberc IL, Clo·:is III., Childebert III ... :;;d 
Dagobert III. were permitteu in turn to occupy the throne, 'Jut 
took no part in the govern.i,c:nt, beini; mere puppets, .:.nd 
known in history as the rois ;:uiri:mrts or "cio-nothing kin;;,;,'' 
l;ept under guard and broug;i: :onh only upon statl.! occasions, 
while Pepin wielded unlimitt:t; authority, which w:is respected 
by Loth natives ;rnd foreigners. Ile died in i 14. 

IV. 

Chal'les )ladol (the Ifarnmer), Duke of .Austrn.sb, and 
mayor of the pabce of the Frankish kings, was born about 690 
and died in 74r. He was the 3on of I'cpi.1 le Gros and his 1!,is­

t,ess Alpaida, and on account of his illegitimate birth seemed at 
first doomed ro an inferior rank, as wei! by the dislike mani­
ifcstcu by his father ;,s by the btretl of P:ectur:t, his Luh;;r's 
lawiul wife. H':! was charged witl1 the murder of Grimo:.ild, the 
5ccond son of the btter /who had been assassin::.[t::d at Lie,;e), 
and thrown into a dun6eon. .-\.fter the death of Pepin, Plt:c­
tura assumed the gov::rnment in the n;:ime of her infant grand-
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son, ann. had !1im declared mayor of the palace of the youth­
ful king llagobert III. . The Fra:iks revolted at this; the 
Austrasians liberated Charles :md procbimcd him their duke, 
and under his leadership invaded Neustria and compelled their 
western brethren to ackno·::ledge his authority. He thus 
became the sole lord of both kingdoms, and whiie never taking 
upon himself a tit le other t!:~":. the two :ii ready n:unecl, was 
the actual ruler, though permitting the nominal n:ign of Da6 u­
bert III., Chilperic II., Clotaire JV., and Thierry IV, until 
737, when the last-named c!ied, and he appoimed no ,,uccessor. 
The powerful aristocracy of Austrasia submitted to his ener­
getic government, as well as the prelates of N eu5tria at~d Bur­
gundy, while the Frankish kingdom was enlarged by his valor. 
He waged successful wars against some of the German nations, 
but his brighest J;i.urels were won a.t the battle of Tours, which 
was fought on the third of 0-::tober, 752. This was one of the 
battles that decide the fate of the world, for it was this that 

settled the question whether Europe sho..ild be Christian or 
Mohammedan. Here, Clnrles at the head of his army with­
stood the reneated chari;e of the Moslem cavalry, unU a,t s1m­
set the Saracens retreated to their camp, and in the darknl!SS 

of nigiu fled. This \'ictory, which took place one hun(h:d.years 
after tile death of Mohammed, checked the power cf h;s adher­
ents and saved westem Et.rope from t11eir further incursiom, 
and Charles was looked upon as the great defender of Chris­
tendom. 

V. 
Popln tho Short, hrst king of tlv1 Carlovingian dyna:;ty, 

was born about 715. He at first shared the government 
with his elder bro~her Carloman, and the two placed a phan­
tom king, C!1ilderic III., on the throne in 742; but C.1rlom:m 
retired ~o the monastery of Monte Cassino in 746, and 
Pepin became the ruler of the whole Frankish dom:iln. He 
contented himself with the ti•le of mayor of the palace till 
7s2, when, with the consent cf the lords, he placed Chil­
dcric in the monastery of Sithieu, nf'a!" St. Omer, and was 
solemnly crowned and anointed by St. Boniface rrt Sois­
sons. The same year he forcec the Saxons to ackr.owlcc!gc 
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hi., 'itq1re;n:wv, :111d il'\·i1·d a lri!H!lt' 1111,,11 1h1•111. C:illvd t,i 
aid l'opu Stqd1en l II. against the per;;ecmions of Astolpbus, 
]jn6 of the Lomeards, lte besic'.:,"ui him in l':-ivia unul :ie sued 
fo_r peace and assented to terms dictated by Pepin. Scarceiy 
h:-1d hi: turned liis :uck on It:ily ,vlien the tre:i.tv \\'as broi-ten and 
the city of Rome tlire:ncned, :rnd he was compc:kd ti) return; 
he conquered the· 1...x~rch~1tt2 vf R .. avenn;t. ;ind t~ave it, ·sirh 
Pent;1polis. to ,he pope, thus [onnding the lcmrora; sovcrei611ty 
of t.be Holy See. 

In 760 he inrndctl Aquitania. which had asserted its inde­
pendence, an<l a w:u of eight years followed before its conquest 
w:is complete. A few days after his return from h;s last expc• 
dition, Pepin died of dropsy, in September, 768. 

VI. 

Charlcrnagnc-Charlcs the Gre3.t, King of the franks and 
Emperor of the West-was born probably at Aix-h-Cl!:.1pcllc, 
April 2, 742, and ascended the throne in ;68. He married 
the daughter ot Desicler:us, king of the Lombarcis; but she bore 
him no chilclrcn, and he s•·nt her back to her father and mar­
ried H i!d,-.g::i.rde. d:rngh•c:r oi the Swabi:tn duke Godfi ey. 
Dcsiderius sought re\·,.,nge for thi~ slight by urging the pope to 
crown t1w sons of Carlom::i.n (brother of Chariemagne}, and on 
his refusal laid wa-ste the pap~! territory. Charlt:magne crossed 
the Alps, and in 774 overthrew the kingdom of the Lombards: 
he added also to his domain by conquest a portion of Spain 
and Germany. So extensive a kingdom see:nctl to warrant a 
higher appellation than that of king; and having visited Italy 
for the purpose of aiding Pope Leo IIl. against his enemies, 
he was on Christmas ·lay in the year 800 crowned by the grate• 
ful pontiff, and henceforth called himself Emperor of tl:.~ West. 
To the end of his reign he was constantly eng:iged in wars, 
but found time to project national works, and d:::emed nothing 
bene:tth his attention that concerned the interests of his sub­
jects or the empire. Bis views were libcrai and eniightcncd 
to a degree exceedingly r:~re for the age, and he posses::ed an 
unusual amount of lean~ing. He encouraged edu;::ation and 
had a scho0l in !:is ow71 palace. He built a number of elegant 
palaces-that at ,\:x-la-Chapcllc being nolcd [Jr it~ l.,camiiul 
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architecture -and many churches. He cncouraged track aml 
commerce and the art of horticulture, causing- vast num,Jcrs of 
fruit trees to be planted throughout the kingdom. Ht- en­
forced a consistent system of law thro11ghout the various coun­
tries within his domain in the place of the many local us;-,~:e~ 
which had formcdy prevailed, and his fame spread w all [}arts 
of the world. He died January 28, 8 r ,i, and was buried at :\ix­
b-Chapelle. 

VII. 

Louis I., le Uebo11nairc, King of the Franks and Emperor 
of the West, was born at Cassencuil, ,\quit::i.nia, in 778. Hc 
succeeded to the throne of his father in 814, but his v:1cillating 
disposition was unequal to the maintenance of the int:grity of 
the emp:re. In 817, yielding to the desire of his sons, he 
made them colleagues in the goven,ment, giving ltalv to 
Lothaire, Aquitaine to Pepin, and Rwarb. to Louis. After 
this di·1ision, a fourth son was born tu hi1:1 by his second wife, 
Judith of Bavaria, in 823, and an atte;mpt to create for him a 
kingdom out of those already bestowed caused a revolt on the 
part of the three elder brothers. The people of Germ:rny 
stood by the Emperor, however, and rest0red !1im t0 the 
throne; but in 832, in a second revolt, he was,betraycd by his 
own army and delivered to Lothaire, who, without the consent 
of his brothers, subjected him to indignities, charging him with 
crimes which I::: was compclletl to confess publicly, and finally 
degraded him. In 835 h~ was restored to the throne by Louis 
and Pepin, who were moved partly by pity for tbcir father 
and partly by jealousy of Lothaire. He died at Ing-e!heiu, 
near Metz, June 20, 840. 

VIIL 

Charles I., the Dahl, King of Fr:.mce and Er::.pcror of the 
West, was born at Frankfort-on-the-M::.in in 823. The death 
of his father, in 840, found Charles holding the iar;er portion 
of the western part of the empire, but with his claim disputed 
by his elder brother Lothaire, who had :1ssumcd the imperial 
dignity. In order to mni1,tain his rights, C!1arks forn1cd .an 
nggn:ssivc al!iall<.:c with his urothcr Louis, King of 1bv:tria, 
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ancl ddc:it<:cl l.oth:1in.: at the ;;rc:it hattk of Fontc,:ay, fought 
Junq i5, 84r; This m1ion brotight Loth:we w terms. and ihe 
treaty of Verdun, in 843, secured to Charles the tenure of his 
l_dngclom, ,,v11ich was a portion oi Gau: hem:eforth called 
France, and a part of Spain. His reig-n w:is greatly troublerl 
by the Normans. wl 1 oJ r:wa:;ed t!H! cm,,itry :,JJd captnrcJ Pa,is, 
Rou.:n, and other' cities. and, bein~ m1abk to expel tllelll by 
force, he was twin.: olili:,:_cd to p11rcha~e p~•at:e. Upon the 
death of his nephew, Louis II. of Italy, in 87 5, Cbrles invaded 
that country and seized upon the imperiai cwwn. His "."ei~n 
was ended by his death, which occurred in October. 877. His 
wife was Ermentrude, d:rnghter of the Count of Orleans. 

IX. 

Judith (daughter of Charles ti1e Bald) married Ethelwulf, 
!dng of the West Saxons of England, who died in 857. Upon 
returning to her father in France, shortly :tfter this event, she 
was met at her landing-place by Baldwin I., Count of Flar,clers, 
who had been-attracted by the fame of he:: great beauty. He 
prevailed upon her to accompany him to the castle of Haerle­
beck, where they were privatdy married. ,lS they had no 
expectation of gaining her father's consent to .:he union. 
Charles, incensed at the news, sent his son Loui3 +he Stam­
merer to make war upon Baldwin, who defeated him near 
Arras. After the battle, Baldwin caused several of Charles's 
barons, whom he had taken prisoners, to be hanged as insti­
gators of the war. The pope, Nicholas I., having excom­
municated him at the request of Charles, Baldwin made a 
journey to Rome with his wife, :m<l not only obtained absolu­
tion, but succeeded in engaging the good offices of the pope, 
who sent a legate to Charles, and effected a reconciliation. 
Baldwin and his wife repaired to the r;ou,t of Charles, who 
received them kindly, a.nd enlarged the limits of Flanders, 
erecting it in~o a county in 862. Baldwin I., wh0 is distin­
guished in history as Bra:c. de Fer, or Iron Arlll, on account of 
his great strength, was a daring, unscrupulous man, and had 
sur;:cceded his father, Anclacer, in the g0vcrnmcnt of Flanders, 
as feudatory of Emperor Louis. He died at Arras in 877. 
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X. 
~laltlwin IT,, the HaM, Cm:nt of Fbnr!cni. married •El­

fric.la, daughter of King Alfred of E:1~la11tl. He is rr.:iinly :·c­
mcmbercc! as a vigorous opp,mcnt of t!w Normans, and as the 
builder of the walls of Bruges ancl Ypres. l t is said that lit: 
~!so bid the foundalioa of th<.: p:llitic1l liot:rtics (Jf his crn1ntry 
by appoi11ti11;; twelve u[ hi~ pri1H:ip,1l vassal,; as a coun,il o( 
state. He made war against Ell(ics, Count of P:i.ris, who had 
usurped the French crown and d<:feated him; he had also dis­
putes with Charles the Simple after fre latt<'r had ascended 
the throne. On his death in 918 his possessions were <liYided 
between his two sons, Arno!£, (the ellier,) :ind Adolphus; hut 
the latter survived only a short time, ;:.nd Amolf succeeded trJ 

the whole of the inheritance. 

• This line has b"en traced backward into the mythological ages. 
Mr. Daniel H. Haigh, the author of The .-l11g/o-Sa.ron Conquest of 
Britain, carries it to Gaut, who, he thinks, may have rlourished 
about the end of the first cent'..!ry; ar_c: ',Voden, the Scandin:wbi1 
_Tupiter, is given as fifth in descent from 11:m. The first historictl 
name in this pedigree is Cerdic, the only a.osured fact :ihout' whom is 
·that he invaded England in 495. From :1im the line is accepted as 
probable by the best historians. Anterior to this the na;nes are 
tho,-e of mythical Scandinavian heroes or deities, not likely ever to 
have existed in tangibl-.: human form. The line presented by .Mr.

father in 9r8. He married Adela, d:rn6iitc, o[ Hw.;h, Count 
of Ve!'m:rndois. l'..ager as his pre,Jcc,0 ~,;o,·s to extend his do­
mains, he often despised all rules or Cl!U1ty in order to obtain 
hi~ ends, :rnd e,nc 0f liis confcrcncu is mack memorable lJV the 
treacherous murder of Wiiliam Long<o'.rnni, Illlkc •li ~orm:rnl:y. 
After :i long reign of forty-four ye:us, full ,Jt troul;le with tl1c 
Normans on the one hand and with :he Emperor Otho I. on the 
other, and bending under the wcigi1t of years, he piaced the 
reins of government in the hands of his son, I',aldwin HI.. who 
however survin:d but three ye::irs, wi1cn .\rnolf again assumed 
contr0I, and spent the few rcmaini,~g years of his life in secur­
ing the succes~ion of his gr:,nclsou, c\rnc•lf II. He died at 
Ghent, March 27,964, over ninety years of age, and was buried 
in the monastery of St. Pe~er at ~fount Blandin. 

XII. 

Ualdwiu III., Count of Flanders, came to the throne by 
the abdication of his father, Arnolf I. He w:1s endowed with 
ability and prudence, and commenced his reign under the 
most favorable ::iuspices. He fortified a r.:imber of the ..;ities 
of his realm, anc: established regular markets :ind fairs at vari­
ous pbces'. He established the weavers and fullers of Ghent, 
cucouraged commerce, and tlwse sources of pro'lperity to his 
people owe their progress to him. Returning from an expedi­
tion to France, where he had displayed brilliant valor, he died 
at the Abbl-3y of St. Bertin, the 17th day of January, 961, after 
a reign of abcn.1t three ye.us, leaving as his successor a son, 
scarcely more than a child, u>1der the guardianship of his 
father, Arnolf tht' Old. 

XIII. 

Arnolf II., the Young-, Count of Flanders, lost his 
grandfather and gnardi:m at an early age. Amolf I. had since 
~he de;,.th of his son, Baldwin III., been hoiding the reins 
of government for his grandson, and before his death had 
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appointed the Count of Cambria as 1,:~ successor in the trust. 
This count had forced from Lothaire certain c:tpturc<l terri­
tory, and compelled him to suomit to the young Arnolf, who 
then married Susanna, daughter of :Ccrenger, King of !<:aly, 
and took the management of the go•;ernrnent in.to hi,, O\;n 
hands. Though weak and indecisive, he knew how to make 
himself popular, :rnd was beloved both by the peop1e amt the 
nobility. He died March 30, 989. 

XIV. 

Ilaltlwiu IV., Pulc]1ra narha (Comely Beard), Cotmt 
of Flanders, succeedtd his father in 939, when he was still 
under age. t,_e married first Eleancr, daughter of Richard, 
Duke of Normandy, and second Olgin.t, <lauglltcr of Frcc!erick 
I., Count of Luxemburg. He fought successfully against King 
Robert of France and the Emperor Henry II., and obtai::ed 
from the latter Valenciennes, as well as the island of Walche­
ren and other parts of Zealand, as "-'"' imperbl fief. Thus 
the counts of }'landers became feuc::.torics of the empire, as 
well as of France. He died May 10, ,'.)36. 

xv. 
BaMwin'. Y., of Lisle, Count of F'.:.nders, married in 1025, 

~dcla, daughter of Robert II., King o[ France, and grand­
daughter of Hugh Capet. At the instigation of his wife, 
prompted by the king of France, he atttmptcd an insurrection 
against his father, but two years later peace ,vas restored, and 
the old Count continued to reign until his death in 1036. 
Baldw;n V. was a,, ,tmbitious and enterprising man, an:! greally 
extended his powers by wars and a1liances. He gave his 
daughtn in marriage to w;l!iam of :'I ormandy, and ::ccom­
panied his son-in-law to the conquest of England, and for his 
services on that occasion a yearly pension of three lrnnclrcd 
:narks of silver, out of the English Treasury, was assigned him 
and his successors. I!c dii:!d Sept. r, lc67, and was buried .tt 
Lisle. 
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XVI. 
' Matihfa (d:rn:;hter of Ilaldwin V.) married, Xov. z. 1053, Wil-

liam, E::d of Norm:wdy, commonly known:!'' William the Con­
queror. He was tl:e nntur::il son of Robert. -;un:amcd "ie Dta. 
hie," Duke uf Ncrmandy, and was born :it Fahisc in 1027, suc­
ceeding to the dukedom on the dc::ith rif h::; fat!ier in 1035. 
Under pretension of ::i. right to the crown ot En:,;land, 'Niiliam 
invad(;J that cmmtry in 1066, gaining the victory at the battle 
of Hastings, Oct. 14. and was crowned king Dec • .? 5. An 
irreconcihble :rntipat11y between the Norman anci the 3axon 
ch:mged his at first conciiiatory treatment of the captured peo­
ple to ;i rule under which they were reduced to a state resem­
bling sLwery. ·1·hough stcr!1 :rnd ruthless, ne knew how to 

protect the nation, and under his reign the formerly frequent 
piratical incursions of the Northm.en entirely ceased; he was 
impactial ia his administration of justice, :md to a th0rm:g:: 
hatred of a1,archy may be attributed many of his ,severities. In 
1087 he invad~d France and set fire to the captureu city of 
Mantes; here !1is horse stumbling over son1t: hot embers, threw 
him, inflicting iniuries from which he <liect at Rauen, Sept. 
9, 1087. 

XVII. 

Guudrecl (d:wghter of William the Conqueror), married 
William, Earl of Warren, in Normandy. He came to England 
in the retinue of William the Conqueror, ;i;ici ha\·in;; signal­
ized himself in fae battle of Hastings, was for this and other 
services made joint Just;ciary of England wi:h Richard rle 
Benefacta. He had by grant from William the c:1s tlr.; of ~for. 
timer, forfeited by Roger de Mortimer. The earldom oi Sur­
rey was conferred upon him by William Rufus ~oon after his 
accession ~o the crown, he being the first to enjoy this dignity. 
He died in the year 1033, June 24, ::ind his body was interred 
in the Ci1apte,-housc at Lewes in Sussex, near :hat of Gundrec!, 
his countess, who had died :'.I.fay 27, 1085. The possessions 
of which he died seized in diff::rent counti~s amounted to more 
than two hundred lordships. In 1078 he founded the priory 
of Lewes, :rnd about 1085 that of Castle Acre in Norfolk. Hi:,. 
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record resulting in the rejection from the list of the fol!owi:1~: ~:~i.~'i\Zn~~ccu."

The late Ed\\'1rd A. Freeman, the notecJ English historian, 
in an article published in the E11;.,·iish Jfistun<"ai Rn·ini1 for 
October, 1888, gives his re::sons for belicvin~ that Gunclred 
was the daughter of neither \Villi.im the Conqueror nor 
Matilda his wife.
