HISTORICAL AND BIGRAPHIOAL. 

'rHE OlnGIN OF' THE NAME OF BOYD. 

'l'he Gaellic word Boiclh, which means fair or yellow-haired, 
was the origin of the names of numerous branches of the Boyd 
family. 

A nephew of Walter, first high steward of Scotland, about 
the year ll60, was known by the above appellation, and was. the 
ancestor of the lords Boya, earls of Arran, and lords :K;ilmarnoch, 
a family conspicuous in Scottish history, and now represented 
by -the Earl 0f Errol. 

Rev. :J. S. Boyd of Greenleaf, Minn., says his name originally 
was spelled Buidh, which means Yellow-Haired;· and a little 
stream in Ireland was so named after their family. But they 
undoulitec1ly first came from Srntland.

The Boyds once held the destinies of Scotland in their hands, 
according· to a writer on the subject of Scotland tcr the British 
Britann1ca. 

From Scot1land they migrate-:1 to the N,)rth of Ireland, and 
many of the Boyd progenitors became known as Scotch-Irish. 

They are now to be founu in almost eyery state in the United 
States. 

THE BOYDS IN AMERICA. 

A thorough perusal of the follo,ving life sketchES of noted 
Bc:,yds, eminent in all walks of lif2. will reveal the fact that 
the BovdA have been actively and intimately associated with 
the ec/ledia.stical, civil, ind~strial and corn~1ercial affairs of 
America; and to become conversant with their history will 
naturally cr1e-ate in our children a source of pride in the name 
of Boyd heretofore 1111appreciatec1. 

As builders and merchants thev have built citieo and illu• 
mined the marts of trade; in fhe ·field of science and medicine 
they have olJtainecl great prominence; in the arena of states­
manship the,y have produced men of thought and men of ac­
tion; while at the bar and in the administration o,f justice 
they have sh,nvn erudition anr1 wisdom. As clergymen, edu­
cators and lcchuers they have occupied high places, as musi­
cians, compoce-rs and artists th€~' have contributed profusely 
to rncial life; and as authors and poeb they are ·worthy to be 
crowned with a laurel wreath 0£ fame. Als0 as heroes of 
colonial, Revolutionary and later wars they lian l'endered 
patriotic service, each one of whom has added luster to th€ 
name or Boivc1. 

BOYD_. ADA1\[, congre,sman. He was an active supporter 
of the Revolution, and a man of strong natural abilicy. He was 
a Representative in C,mgre,:s from ); ew Jersey from 1803 to 
1805. ancl again from 1808 to 1813. He die-cl in Hackensack, 
N. J. 

BOYD, ALEXAXDER, congressman. He was a. Rcpresenta­
tiv•e in Congress from Xew York from 1813 to 1815. He c1iecl 
in Ne-,v York. 

BOYD, ANDY BAK'r A, dental smgeon, was born Jan. 4, 
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1873, in Bath Count}, Ky. He received the rudiments of his edu­
cation in the public scho0b of his native date; anc1 graduated 
from the Carlisle Normal Schoo:. He is a successful d-c:ntal 
surgeon of Carlisle, Ky. ; and identified with the business and 
public affairs of that city. 

BOryJ}, BYRON, secretary of sl:,rte, was horn Aug. 31, 186±., 
in LinneuE, :i',fainc. Ho rcct,;ivtd the rudiments of his educa­
tion in the public E,Cho,)ls of New England; and graduated from 
Colby University. He now fills the high office of Secretary of 
State for the state of ~Jaine. For manv Years he has been 
prominently ic1cntiiied with t11e pnb1ic ar;d

For two -terms he servec1 with distinction 
as State's Attorney or the Fiftli Judicial DistTict of Idaho; and 
has filled several other positions of trust and honor. 

BOYD, CHARLES, physician, surgeon, was born June 2G, 
185G, in Marietta, Ga. Hei received a' tho:'ough educahJn in 
the private scl100Js of his native state; rrncl in 1877 grac1udtec1 
from the Atlanta }lec1ical College with the degree of J'\I. D.

13, 
1873, at Fort Defiance, Arizona. He was eclucated in tht pub­
lic schools of Grand Junction, Colo. He i's a blanket wrnver 
and eilversmith of Grand Junction, Colo.; arnl has filled several 
posifions of trust. 

BOYD, CHARLES D., soldier, public official, was born Aug. 
16, 181°1, in ClarksYille, Ohi0. He was educated in the public 
;:;chools or his native 1,1fate. He served as a soldier in the, Civil 
war, and was in numerous battles and skirmishes. Since the 
'NaT he has been principally engaged in government service; arn1 
is now 'in the Pemion Office of tlie United States· government at 
vV:ashim:ton, D. C. 

BOYD, CHARLES FRANCIS, physician. surgeon, was born 
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in 1%g, 1n Odar~o, Canada. He wa, educated in the best 
pulJlic and private scl10ols of TC>ronto and I\Iontreal, Canada. 
He is a successful physician and surgeon of \Ves,t Bay City, 
:Mich.; has been examiner for various insurance companies; and 
is a member of several medical societies. 

BOYD, CHARLES LINCOLN, business man, physician, 
surgeon, was born Aug. 25, 1853 ,in On1nge County, Ind. He 
Wac elincatecl in the p,,111-ic sd1001s of hi,, nahve state; and 
gracluated from the J.Iedical College of Indiana. He is a suc­
ce-2sful physician aml surgeon of l'aoli, Ind.; ancl prominently 
idCc:ntifiecl with the liu::incss and vublic affairs of that city. He 
is surg2on to several railroacls; secretary of the County Board 
of Health of Orange County; arnl has filled various other posi­
tions of trnet and honor.

BOYD, DAVJD }7 RENCH, naval officer, was born Sept. 18, 
1816, i11 Eaten R0uge, La. He ·was educatecl at the Alabama 
P:ilytechnie hstitute; attrnded tl.c Krntucky Military Acad­
emy; anf_ graduated from the United States Naval Acaden:y. 
b 1893-9;:l h-,:, was a mid;,hi;:iman _; an ensign in 1599-1902; a 
lieutenant in the Junior Grade in 1902-03: and since 1903 has 
held a foll rank ol' Lieutenant. His fathii'.r. Col. D. F'. Boyd, 
late president of U1e Louisiana State University of Baton Rouge, 
was a IVIajor in the Confederate army. 

BOYD, DAVID I'., farmer, public official, was born 1844 in 
Sullivan County, Tenn. He was educated in the public schools 
of 'his native state; ana at Roclr SpTir1gs, 'Iem1. Ile is a :mc­
cessfol farmer of J ohmon City, ,Vashington County, Tenn.; 
and has f]ecl several pc1~itions of trust and honor in the gift 
of his city, county and state. 

BOYD, DAVID R., educator, college preoiclent, was born 
July 31, lSii:3, near Keene, Coshocton County, Ohio. He was 
eclucated i11 the -public schools of_ his native state; and grad­
uated from the University of Wooster. He was principal of 
High Schools in Bellevue and Van Wert, Ohio; in 1880-88 lie 
was Superintendent. of Schools in Van \Vert, Ohio, and in 1888-
92 he was Superintendent of Schools ::rt Arkansas City, K'an. 
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Since 189.2 he has been president of the University of Oklahoma. 
In 1890-1900 he was a direchw in the N:ational Educational 
Association; and has .been president of the Oklahoma Terri­
torv Board of Education. 

BOYD, ED\VARD S., educator, superintendent of schools, 
,vas born Sept. 8, 18G7, in Shc,lburnc Falls, Conn. He was 
educated in the public schools of N cw England; and graduated 
from Amherst College. · He has been principal of Haverhill 
Academy, N. I-I.; and principal of Parker Academy of Wood­
bury, Conn. He is now Superintendent of Schools of \V:ood­
bury, Conn.; and greatly interested in the business and public 
affairs of that city. He has collected valuable data of the Boyd 
Family of Shelburne, Conn. , 

BOYD, ELLEN W., educator, school superintendmt, author, 
was born Sept. 8, 1833, in Winst:ed, Conn. She was educated 
at the Collegiate Institute of New Haven, Conn. For four years 
she was engaged in educational work as head of the Church 
School of Augusta, 1Iaine; for the i:nst twenty-seven years has 
been in full charge of St. Agnes' School of Albany, N .Y. For 
a quarter of a century she has been closely identified with edu­
ca'i:ional work; is a member of several educational associations; 
and has contributed extensively to current literature. She is 
the author of Outlines of Religious Instruction; Engfoh Cathe­
drals ; and Fa11110us Art Galleries. 

BOYD, FLETCHER W., educator, lawyer, public official, 
was born Feb. 1, 1874, in Covington, Incl. He was educated in 
the public schools of his native date; and graduated from the 
High School of Covington, Incl. He at once entered upon edu­
catio·nal work; and taught school for a number of years; and 
subsequently attai1wd success in the practice of law. He is 
now postmaster of Covington, Ind.; is greatly interested in the 
public wiclfare of his ci,ty; and has filled several other positions 
of trust and honor. 

BOYD, FRANKLIN ROSS, merchant, was born June 2G, 
1873, in Rock Grove, Ill. He received his education in the 
public schools; and graduated from the High School of Plain­
field, Iowa. He is now a succes8ful merchant of Horton, Iowa; 
anc1 prominently identified with thie, business and public affairs 
of that city. 

BOYD, GEORGE DAVIS, lawyer, was born :lf ov. 18, 1864, 
in San Francisco, Cal. He received his education in the pub­
lic schools of his native sta1te; and graduated from the Uni­
versity of California. He has attained success as one of the 
foremost lawyers of California; and has a large practice in San 
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J.< ranci5co. He has a.lwa,F bl!cn greatly interested in the bnei­
ness and public 1velfa1'0 of his city; ancl has :filled seyeral posi­
tions of trmt and honor. 

BOYD, GUY STEPHEN, business nrnn, chemist, pharmacist, 
was born May 15, 18S;=i, in York, Pa.

He Jrn& bern principal in gracled schools; rnper­
intendent in Mission Schools; ancl for twehe years was County 
Superintendent 0f. Pike County, :\Io. He i,; now an eminent 
minister of the gospc1; anc1 fills a pastorate in \Y•co_vcrvil1e, ?\. C. 

BOYD, HE::fRY \Y., farmer, publ:c official, wac born June 
21, 1854, in Horry County, S. C. HG is a succesAul farmer 
of :Michad, S. C.; and now :fills the office of post.master of that 
city. He is pr0n1inl"ntly ic11::nhfied with the husinrnf: an.d 1·mblic 
welfare of his community; has been a school trnstee; and Jias 
filled va.rious other positions of trnst and honor.

S. from _the Louisville College of Surgery; and now has a suc­
cessful dentistry practice at Cynthiana, Ky. He is a member of 
various dental and other rncieties; is identified with the bmi­
ness and public welfare of hit: c,)mmunity; and has filled 
several po,itions of trust and honor. 

BOYD, J ACKSOX, lawyer, legislator, author, was born in 
Greencastle, Ind. He was educated in the public schools of his 
nafrve sta.te; and graduated from De Pauw University. He is 
a successful lawyer of Greencastle, Ind.; has been a member of 
the Indiana State Legislature; and 11as filled various uther 
positions of trust and honor in the gift of his city, county and 
state. He has contributed extensively to current publications; 
and is the author of several works. 

BOYD, JAMES, editor, horticulturist, was born June 29, 
1838, in Scotland. He received a thorough commlon school 
education. Since, 1867 he has lived in California; and prior 
to that lived in New Zealand for about eight years. He has 
been horticultural editor of the Riverside Enterprise; and is a 
,:uccessfol horticulturist of Riverside, Cal. 

BOYD, JAMES, educator, lawyer, jurist, was born in August, 
1856, in Montague, N. Y. He received the rudiments of his 
education in the public schools ·of Lewis County, N. Y.; and 
graduated from the Academy at Carthage, N. Y. For £our 
terms he taught school in Lewis County, N. Y.; and was a mem­
ber of the Board of Education. He has attained prominence 
as a successful lawyer of Rapid Cicy, S. D.; for two yea.rs was 
State's Attorney; and for six years has been County J uclge. He 
has fillec1 the office of Chid of Police, has been Alderman, De­
puty Sheriff; ancl has been chairman of the Republican Judi­
cial Central Committee. He stanc1s high in various societies; 
has been president of the Rapid City Library Association; and 
filled various other positions of trust and honor. 

:BOYD, J Al\1ES, business man, in~entor, was born in Scho­
harie, N. Y. He received his education in the public schools 
of Rome, N. Y. He has filled numerous business positions of 
trust ancl honor; is a successful inventor; and now resic1-es in 
St. Paul, Minn. His ancestors came from Scotland; and much 
information regarding his branch of the family can be found 
in The History of Albany. His grandfather of Schoharie, N. 
Y .. served as a member of the United States Congress. 
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BOYD, JAMES E., lawyer, juri:'t. He is Judge United 
States Di:strict Court for W cstern District of North Carolina,; 
appointed July 11, 1900. 

BOYD, JAMES SHIELDS, educator, clergyman, was born 
Oct. 30, 1830, near Tarentum, Pa. He received a thorough 
education at Freeport and Washingt,m Colleges; and grad­
uated from the W,estern Theological Semina,ry. In 1859-65 
he wa:s principal of Witherspoon Institute; and since then has 
been engaged in the ministry of the Presbyterian Church. In 
1866-85 he filled a, pastorate in Kirksville, Mo.; then in Minne­
apolis and Preston, Minn.; and in 1889-97 in N0rth Dakota. 
In 1897-1900 he filled a pastorate in Alden, :i\Iinn.; and since 
1900 he has filled_ a pastorate in Greenleaf, Minn. 

BOYD, JAMES W., soldier, accountant, public official, was 
born July 6, 1844, in Bath County, Ky. He received his edu­
cation in the public schools of his native state. During the 
Civil war he s,erved four years in the Confederate army in the 
Fifth Kentucky arid the Second Kentucky Mounted Rifles. In 
1864 he was wounded in Morgan's last raid; was wounded, 
captured and confined si.x m,mths at Covington. He has been a 
bookkeeper in several large institu}tions; assistant cashier of 
Polk C,mnty Bank, Florida; and in 1890-1904 he was tax col­
lector for that county. Since 1869 he has been a Mmson; in 
1895-96 was Grand :ivfaster of Masons of Florida; is now Grand 
Treasurer and Grand Recorder; and a Noble of the Mystic 
Shrine and a thirty-two degree Scottish Rite Mason. 

BOYD, JEROME HENRY, physician, rnrgeon, was born 
Aug. 22, 1857, in St. Louis, Mo. In 1878 he graduated from 
the American Medical College of S,t!_ Louis, · Mo. He has been 
surgeon for several railroads,; and practices his profession at 
.Victor, Colo. He has been vice-president of the Teller County 
M'.edical Society; and has filled numerous other positions of 
trust and honor. 

BOYD, JOHN, clergyman, college trustee, was born Dec. 
G, 1823, in Hillsboro, Ohio. He received the rudiments of his 
education in the public schools of his native staite; and grad­
uated from Kenyon Colh:,ge. He has attained eminence as a 
clergyman of the Episcopal Church; and for fifty-two years 
has been rector of the Episcopal Church at Marietta, Ohio. 
Four times he served as an honored delegate to the Episcopal 
General Convention; is a t!rustee of Kenyon College; and has 
filled numerous other positions of trust and honor. He has 
from time to time contributed valuable articles to educational 
and religious literature. 
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BOYD, JOHN H., legislator, congressman, was born in New 
York. In 1840 he was a member of the State AsHembly from 
Washington County; and was a Representative in Congress 
from that state from 1851 to 1853. He died July 2, 1868, !in 
Whitehall, N. Y. 

BOYD, JOHN ::'IL, physician, surgeon, .was born Feb. 3, 1854, 
in Duncannon, Pa. He was educated in the public schools of 
his native state; and in 1880 graduated from the Ohio Medical 
College of Cincinnati, Ohio. He has attained success as a phy­
sician and surgeon of Pennsylvania; ancl has a successful prac­
tice at Walnut Bottom, Pa. He has been railroad surgeon of 
the N. C. Railroad ancl other corporations; is a prominent. 
member of several medical societies; and has filled numerous 
positions of trust and honor. 

BOYD, JOHN NELSON, public official, was born Jan. 20,. 
18G5, in Fairmount, W, Va. He received the rudiments of his 
education in the public schools of his native state; ancl grad­
uated with honors from the University of Michigan. He has 
filled various positions of trust and honor; and is now fore­
man of the postoffice department at. Denver, Colo. 

BOYD, JOHN T., banker, was born Jan. 21, 1873, in Vin­
cennes, Ind. He was ed.ucatcd in the public schools of his 
native state. He is now casl1ier of ·the Second National Bank 
of Vincennes, Ind~; and prominently identified with the busi­
ness and public affairs of that city. 

BOYD, JOHN WESLEY, business man, manufacrturer, was 
born Oct. 13, 1857, in Granby, nfo. He was eduea.ted in the 
public schools of his native state, and ·early in life began a 
business career. He is a successful business man of Webb City, 
Mo.; and senior member of tho Boyd and Gunning Mill and 
Elevator Company, which has a capacity of two hundred bar­
rels of flour and one hundred bam::ls of meal per day. He has 
always been prominently identified with the business and pub­
lic affairs of his community; and has filled several posit.ions of 
trust and honor. His father, Joel Marion Bvyd, was born in 
Middle Tennessee; and his grandfather located in Newton 
Count[)', Mo., where many of his descendants still live. His 
wife, Mrs. Flora J. Boyd, is well known in social and religious 
circles. 

BOYD, JOSEPH B., lawyer, business man, public officia), 
was born Jan. 8, 1858, in Hillsdale, Mich. He was educated 
in the public schools of his native state; and graduated from 
Hillsdale Co11ege. Since 1883 he has been principally •engaged 
in .the practice of law; for two terms he was city attorney or 
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North :Muskegon, Mich.; was a, Commissioner of the Circuit 
County Court; and had a large practice in that city. Then for 
awhile to benefit his health he engaged in the nursery busineE>s 
at Central Lake; and subsequently again took up the practice 
of law. He is one of the best lawyers of his county, was nom-. 
inee for Prosecuting Attorney, has been prei<ident of Central 
Lake, :Mich.; and has filled several positions of trust and honor. 

BOYD, JOSHUA L., lawyer, public official, was born May 
5, 1856, in Hillsdale, :Mich. He was educated in the public 
schools of his native city; studied law, anc1 was admitted to the 
bar. For the past twenty-two years he has practiced his pro­
fession; for eight years was prosecuting attorney of Kalkaska 
County, Mich.; and has filled sev•eral other positions of trust 
and honor. He has a large and successful practice at Kalkaska, 
Mich.; and is prominently identified with the business and 
public affairs of that city. 

BOYD, JOSIAH LESLIE, farmer, merchant, public offi­
cial, was born April 25, 1850, in Palmer, Christian County, 
Ill. He was educated in the public schools of his native state. 
He is a successful farmer and merchant of Palmer, Ill.; has 
filled town and township offices; was School Commissioner, 
Treasurer, anc1 haE> filled other positions. He is of Scotch des­
cent; and his great-grc•at-grandfathcr landed in Philadelphia 
early in the ··seventeenth century. 

BOYD, LAVELLE II., educator, merchant, public official, 
was born Jan. 10, 1852, in Treadwell_. N. Y. He was educated 
in_ the public schools of his native state; and graduated from 
the Delaware Literary Institute of Franklin, N. Y. In 1882 
he settled in I{iansas; and is now a coal and grain merchant of 
Russell. For three terms he was County Superintendent of 
Schools of Ellis County, Kans.; is now serving as , postmaster 
of Russell, Kans.; and, ii> prominently identified with the busi­
ness and public affairs of that city.

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All proper names had originally a · peculiar and 
appropriate meaning. Some persons might feel dis­
posed to argue that there is nothing in the ordinary 
course of things to prevent the giving of names from 
sheer whim and without any meaning; but it is quite 
as diffoult to imagine the absence of motive and of 
fixed guiding principles in the choice of a name as it 
is in any other matter. It would be contrary to Man's 

. nature to denote the object of his thoughts by sounds 
which produce no impression upon his memory, no 
representative idea in his mind. If the principle 
asserted, then, hold good in the matter of common 
nouns, much more must it be true with regard to the 
proper name, whose characteristic is, as we have said, 
that it places under our very eyes as it were, the 
individual object to which it is applied. 

That some definite idea should belong to the name 
when uttered, is so much needed by men in general 
that the natives of North America are in the habit of 
giving a name selected fro'll their own language to 
any stranger deemed worthy of their especial notice. 
To them his own name does not suffi~iently describe 
him, because it probably conveys no idea connecteJ 
with his physical appearance. An anecdote is related 
of the Imaum of Muscat who when about to appoint 
a private physician asked his n:1,me. "Vincenzo," wis 
the physician's reply. Not understanding it, the prince 
requested that its meaning should be explained in 
Arnbic. The Italian gave the meaning, as Mansour, 
or Victorious, and the prince delighted with the happy 
omen offered by the name, ever after called him 
'' Sheik Mansour." 

If we glance next at the records of travellers it}. 
distant countries, we shall fil'l.d that whether they be 
private incli\Tiduals or men engaged in scientific in­
quiry, they never give a name to a people, a country,
