In our Be~ley ancestry we all have a common heritage, one 
of which we can all be proud. Each one of. our Bewley ancestors, 
whether parent, grandparents, or great grandparents, had many 
desirable qualities which we can all well emulate. 

Our Bewley forebears came of a hardy English and Scotch 
stock and all were blessed with physical stamina and mental 
alertness. For these, which most of us inherit through them, 
we should be thankful; we should, too, be mindful that what we 
are in this respect is largely due·to the sane and temperate 
way in which these forebears lived. In time, our own descend­
ants will look back to praise or ~lame us for the way in which 
Yie have cherished or di-sregarded the trust handed down to us. 

Up to the time this is written, July, 1939, John Pearson 
Bewley and Jane Patterson Bewley have had 82 children, grand­
children, and great grandchildren. The 72 of these descendants 
who are still living are yearly becoming more scattered from the 
original "Lochinvar" of Berwyn, 118.ryland. As separation by time 
and distance continues, we all are apt to forget "the rest" as 
we apply ourselves to our daily tasks. It is the hope of the 
makers of this calendar that it may serve to keep alive the 
memory of events which are common to us all.

JOHN PEARSON BEWLEY AND JA.h"'E PATTERSON. 

John Pearson Bewley was born at Cardewlees, Great Orton Parish, 
CUmberland. ~ounty, England, on July 1, 1826. He was baptized at the 
«~hurcl-i in ;,"rl~ich for generations the :Bewley family had been christen­
ed, Dalsto,J Iarish Episcopal Church, Aue;ust 5, 1826. In 1828 his 
\.)nly stste_•.·:. ~8-:lizabeth, was born; in 1830s his only brother, Edward. 
A.s they grr::"',;v older the children must have had much in common. 

Cardevrlees was the old. home of the Pearson family. It was to 
be the Be1~I1e~y home until tb.e winter of 1853-4 when the Bewleys moved 
to Causa Grange, five r~i. ies southwest of Cardewlees. The Be,vley 
children atte~ide.d school in nearby Dalston which at that time had a 
population of 800 and vras tvro miles -east of Cardev1lees. 

Later John attendP.& Joseph Hannah's 1)rivate school in Carlisle 
for several years and bearded at the school for part or all the time. 
John's letters indicate that he was well educated and, like his 
father, could add pounds, shillings, and pence at one and the same 
time. To his habit of carefulness w~ are indebted for the many let­
ters which remain and which tell many of the facts of his life. 

As late as his sixteenth year he was still in school. Later, 
as a young man he traveled a·11 up through Scotland, perhaps visiting 
stock and agricultural shows. In 1848 he wrote to his mother from 
Edinburgh that it was "The prettiest to,IVn I ever saw in my life. 11 

~'hen twenty-~ive he visited the first international exhibition {1851) 
l1eld in London. He wrote ho·me of vi siting Hampton Court, the Crys­
t2.l Palace, of seeing Queen Victorirt "Riding out in her Carriage in 
J{yde P0..rk" A.nd he ended with: "P.S. Tell Father to send me a 5 ~ 
}Tote for I am afraid of Running short or getting my Pocket Pi.eked." 

In the following summert 1852t he took a trip to Ireland. This 
was shortly after the terrible Irish Potato Famine and John wrote of 
the low wRges, of lawlessness, of newly-arrived Scotch and English 
fn,rmers, and "of Hundreds of Houses all gone to ruins 1iiere the in­
h2.bi tants have all left 8,; gone abroad." A young and enterprising 
man with money could mnke n small fortune, John thought, so in the 
autumn of 1853 he rented for ~bout )550 per year the farm of G. P. 
lioughton. T11is \Vc.s kno,~n as Kilmanock 9 in the parish of· Kilmokeo.., 
in the County of Vexford, ~t the junction of the Barrow and Suir 
rivers in south-east Ireland. .About the same time Jane Pc?.tterson 
arrived from the 3ewley home in England where for some time she hQd 
been the personal maid of John's mother. She was now to be the 
housekeeper ~t Kilmanock. His letten,of 1853-5? tell of stocking 
his f~rm, his hired men, the grent size cf Irish sheep, his good 
soil, the fnrm work, going to England several times a year, attend­
ing stock f~irs, t~king butter, etc., to Liverpool to sell. Excerpts 
of 1854 nre: "I have hP,d betr1een Tvventy 2-: Thirty men at ,vork all 
last week •••• 1zy- Horses are ~11 as Fat ns Bacon •••• The Houghtons 
nr8 ~11 off. Report says to Frnnce, others to Italy •••• Irelnnd as 
undergone rapid chnnges these last Few Years." It seems that his 
p~rents· r'.nd brother ~1ent to visit r-:illr1.1.nock in the summer of 1854. 

About this time John began to have trouble with Houghton who 
vrould not fulfill certain terms of the controct. 11.'!tters became 
i_r.!orse and a lav1sui t follov,ed, the cnse going from one court to an­
~therj three in all, until it re~ched the highest court in Irelando 
Then, in 185?, the decision v1as rendered in John's favor and ,1ith 
p~rt of the money he received he bought a gold watch and long chain 
in London. In l~arch, 185?, John gnve notice of his intention to

give up Kilmano ck, and he ·vvrote home that the news "flew· like wild­
fire. They all had it dovvn at the Chaple on the Sunday morning." 
Roughton w~s Rsking about )142,000 for Kilmanock. On Sept. 14, 1857 
:ohn h~d a s2.le at Kilmanock when he offe~sd at public auction·200 
r..cres of ~·t11ec.-:: 9 barley 9 :1.:Hi oats; 61 hep_d c.:f horned cattle, 160 
;.:ti.ee-p, 9 :_J:.i.~;s, 6 horses, including I[erryrnn:1 9 r1. stallion; ·55 tons of 
:·:-~ .. :ls besi-1J;S r.flany agricultur? .. l implem.entss e .. jaunting cart, and some 
~ousehold furniture. John had had Kilrnano~k exactly four years. · 

The s~rv~nts and ot~1e~s were sorry to see John and his house-
1~eeper, Jn~c~ lea~e IrAlQ~d. Some of the women tore their hair, ask­
ing, n,Nhe,t st.all Y:e de Du1I 1;7ith you gone? '\7ho'll protect and take 
cc.re of us r,,[;t:j_ ~-~st FioPg.hton?" In fact, \Vhen the lawsuit was render­
ed agt? .. inst }!c,r.g!1t.Jn, Jot.n • s Irish servr:~·jts r-~nd neighbors burned an 
effigy of Hcu.ghton with joy and celebr:~ti o a~ for they did not like 
him. As Jolin and Jane left Kilmanock thei~~ former servants followed 
them along their way. John prob~bly went to visit his parents, 
Jane perhaps did the same. 

In the early spring of 1858, having satisfied the London resi­
dence requirements, 3ohn and Jane were married on April 8 in St. Gab­
riel's Church, Pimlico, London. Probably the Davidsons were their 
only witnesses,. for Jane had been staying at her aunt's home during 
the preceding weeks. Mr. William Davidson was an official in the 
Treasury at London who in 1866 went to the mint as paymaster general. 
Their marriage was a disappointment to John's parents who did not 
like the idea of their oldest son, who would naturally take over the 
family property, marrying outside his social class. The Bewleys be­
longed to the country squire class and were well off, while the Pat­
tersons were small farmers who did not own their own land. Most of 
the Patterson daughters went into 11 service" as housemaids, and-Jane 
herself had worked as a personal maid for llrs. Bewley before going 
to Ireland. Social classes and lines were drawn very closely in 
England then as now. While the Bewleys could not feel that Jane was 
on the same social level with themselves, they held her in high re­
gard as a housekeeper, wife, and mother. 

This was doubtless one of the reasons why John and JRne decided 
to leave England for .A.ustr~=tlia, though for three months the newly­
weds visited among relatives. Her father was so loathe to see Jane 
go that he said he would rather see her in her grave than to go away 
to Australia. Mrs. Bewley knitted socks for John and admonished the 
bride: "Jane, tc=i .. ke good care of John and I know he' 11 take good care 
of you. 11 Jane was tv,enty-eight, the belle of her local countryside, 
and John was thirty-two. Since John was not to succeed to his fath­
er's property, he was given enough money to get started in Australia. 

Brother Edward went to Liverpool to see them off on the ship 
11 IJorning Light" on July 3, 1858. A .. record has come down of the first 
seventeen days aboard ship. Items include: "Sunday." \Ve had Church 
Service twice today, tow?..rds night "· great many of the passengers 
became Si ck, myself for one. o •• · Six boys turned out today having been 
stoews away in the Ship. The Captain threatened to put them on a 
plank ~nd set them adrift, he however set them all to work •••• The 
Se~. very qui et.... Passengers enjoying themselves 2.s well as they 
can •••• Spoke with Ship Rajamahan bound for Calcutta •••• there is 
scarcely any twilight ••• distance run 185 •••• I saw flying fish today 
they are scarcely as big as a herring and they fly something like a 
swallow." They daily sniled from 185 to 241 nautical miles. 
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The trip ended on Sept. 20, 1858, after being about two and a 
half months on the sea. They landed at Melbourne, Australia, and 
tr1i s becciJ:.JR :.t.ei r headqua.rters for the fc J lowing year and a half, 
durine; 1.=r!1J_8-~_:_ tiLle John traveled about a 61~,::;.;,t deal, usually on horse-
1Jac1.{9 io,)t:~r,f: far a fa.:.rm to buy.

Pearson Jr.J en Jan. 3, J859. Howeve~~ en ~he following Dec. 19th 
the baby died and v-vas buried in nra.ve No. -~~:. Co1n:->artment J, 11:el­
bourne. The extreme heat seems to have caused the death. Apparent­
ly for the Sc.me reason, the bereaved parents decided to go to New 
Zealand. In late lfarch, 1860, they sailed abuard the 3rig Active, 
Captain Smith, for Lyttleton, N.~., arriving at Christ Church, N.Z., 
on April 30. They lived in two different houses there, and it was 
in Christ Church that 11Iary Jane was born, August 20, 1860. On July 
2, 1861, they moved to St. Albans. There, at the "Vfillowsn Eliza­
beth was born, lfurch 2, 1862. A year and a week later they moved 
to Lyttleton. During the three years in which they lived in the 
southern of the two large islands, John was· hunting for a suitable 
farm. He traveled about much on horseback, being gone sometimes for 
two or three weeks. Not being satisfied, John decided to go to the 
northern island. His account book states: "]!rs.- B., myself and two 
children sailed from Lyttleton on ?th of May, 1863, and arrived in 
~ifellington 8th 1tJiay." The same month he bought a llaori vocabulary, 
for there were many natives in the northern island. 

About this time the 3ewleys in England began to write that John 
Pearson, the uncle after whom John was named, was desirous of leav­
ing his farm and pro~erty to John if he would return to England. The 
3ewleys, too, urged him to return. ?or some reason John did not 
wish to return, perha~s thinking he would do better to remain in 
New Ze~land. Usually, John wrote home at intervals of~ month or 
tVt10, but on June 15, 1862, his brother Edward v1rote: "It is upwards 
of 30 weeks since we received p_,ny letter from you •••• l.iother thinks 
you have quite forgot us •••• I vrg,s Lfarri ed on the 20 may •••• ~.fe ste..y­
ed one week r.t lioffat ? .. nd then went to Edinburgh •••• when there I 
c~lled nnd pnyed your insurance money." This, and the letters for 
th(; next few years urged John to return to England • .Tohn's mother 
h~.d ,ivri tten on March 18, 1862: "you only thought of st[>..ying n bout 
10 ye~rs you must be sharpe and make your fortunes God knows how 
m~ny of us will be a live when you come back •••• i hope Jane makes 
you a a good wife and when you come back be shoure to come in Som­
mer may God prosper all your undertakings so no more from your a 
:?ectnnte }lather :TI::lizabeth 3evvley." A.bout the same time, J2:.mes A.t­
kinson wrote to his brother-in-law, John, urging him to return, 
str_ti ne; he hrtd sent a box of dry ~oods requested by· John, and adding 
"I am now doing ~125000 {'j600,000) ~ year." 

On April 9, 1864, John wrote from Hutt th~t he had bought some 
land. This seems to be Brnndon Hall, Rangitikei, near 3ulls, N.~. 
It was probably not until 1865 that the 3ewleys moved to their new 
home from Hutt, ne3r 'f7ellington. They went in ~ horsecnrt c.s there 
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were no roads at that time. Leaving Wellington, they drove for six­
ty miles up the sea coast and then forty miles over bad roads. One 
of t·he c11iJ.ctr13n fell out of the cart when they we·re at Port Manto.

Most of John's 6500 acres had a stab fence around it, the six­
teen miles of fence being built· by John and his servants. He grad­
ually built up a flock. of '1000 she-ep. Sheep-scab broke out· in the 
neighborhood and a nearby rancher brought a lawsuit against John, 
accusing him of allowing his sheep to spread the scab. The trial 
was held at Wanganui, -thirteen miles away. Though it was ·difficult 
to know how the scab was spread, the decision went against John. 

All John'·s land was used for pasture. He continually ·opt two 
men busy fencing and others were busy n-earer the house. the wool 
shed and cow she_d. At shearing time eight or ten men were needed. 
i'he shepherds kept dogs and there were also three horses_, Bess, 
Charlie, and Nebuchednezar, and a dozen oxen and several hogs~ 
Charlie was John's favorite saddle horse and he lost his life, and 
-John barely saved his, when the two tried to cross the Rangitikei 
River near Brandon.Hall. John, and occasionally ~ane, would some-
times go boar hunting and they had several narrow escapes. . 

In the late 1860's the lfaori tribes began to cause trouble be-­
cause of land claims. One night they killed a nearby family and 
they continuelly were~ cause of dRnger. Because of this danger 

i • 

end for other reasons, John and Jane decided to return to England. 
All the neighbors, too, wanted to sell out and nobody wnnted to buy. 
Prices were very low and the ?000 sheep had to be killed and boiled 
down for the tallow for which there was a market. They packed some 
choice mee.,t in large boxes to take with .them to England. In doing 
this they were pioneers, for New Zealand now sends immense quanti­
ties of me~t to foreign countries. 

It is believed that John Edward Bewley was born at Hutt, l!ar. 
11, 1865, before the family went to Brandon Hall. After their ar­
rival. three others were born: Jessie on Nov. 6, 1867 and twins, 
George Patterson and qarah Moore, two years later. When the family 
had lived at Brandon Hall about five years, and after all their 
aff~irs had been settled, John wrote in his account book: "Oct. 31, 
1870. Coach from Rangitikei to Wellington for famjly, uo-o-o.• 
They took a steamboat to llanakau and later went to Auckland in the 
far north, where they stayed for three weeks. John now planned to 
take a ship to San Francisco, travel across the States, and go to· 
England. Undoubtedly, if he had done so he would have decided later 
to settle farther west than Maryland. The trip to Auc~land had 
made the children seasick, so John decided to go as directly to Eng-

land as possible. On Dec. 10, 18?0 he entered in his book: "Pass­
age to London for Family, ~120-0-0," securing two cabins in the • 
Aboukii for his family of nine. The Suez Canal had just been opened 
but the Aboukii went around the tip of South ·America. Thus, John 
and Jane were the first two of the Bewleys to circumnavigate the 
globe. Several incidents occurred on the voyage. Some got seasick, 
John was almost swept overboard, rough seas were encountered, water 
two feet deep swept into their cabin, and Jessie fell from an upper 
bunk into her father's arms. The trip lasted nearly four months. 

Great was the joy of all when on March 2?, 18?1 they reached 
London. Two days later they were in-Carlisle, met by their relatives 
who parcelled the children out among themselves for a time. Jane 
took most of the children to Kennedy's Corner, John went home to 
Causa Gr2nge, and Jessie stayed with the Atkinsons at Harraby House. 
Jane hRrdly knew her own younger brothers and sisters, and her own 
mother hardly kne,v her. There were nephe1r.1s and nieces to become ac­
quainted with, and for the children there were many cousins. 

A house, Binnacle, was secured at Port Carlisle and on lby 31, 
1871, John and his family went there to live until the following Feb­
ruary. Their rlew h·om·e 1"1as" -on. the body of 'water called ~alway Firth. 
There, too, Mary and Elizabeth went to school for a. half year. In 
the meantime John had located an estat·e, Llansannor Court, near Cow­
bridge, Glamorgenshire, Wales. He leased it in January, 1872, and 
moved there with his fnlnily in February. They left Binnacle, an ifln 
with ten or twelve rooms and several sheds, e .. nd went to Llansannor 
with its_ eight hundred acres and its palatial-looking residence. The 
home had great thick stone walls, many rooms, two stories and an 
attic, surrounded with a beautiful lawn and grounds and vine covered 
walls. Tht children had as a governess, liiss :Mary Davis, their 
father's cousin. She taught them and took care of them, but later 
they went to school. The climate was damp and some of the children 
suffered from poor health. They often played in the nearby cemetery 
beside the churcn where the family regularly attended. The last two 
children were born at Llansannor Court, Emrna llabel in 18?2 and Alice 
LL'1.rgeret on February 14, 18? 4. :. ·- _ 

Continuous wet weather at harvest time made it impossible to 
gather the crops for several successive years. This caused John to 
give up his lease at the end of three years instead of the agreed 
five. John asked Jane if she didn't want to go to the backwoods of 
America and start all over again. J~ne agreed and they ma.de re~dy 
ta leave Ll:ansannor Court. L?vst visits were paid to rel~tives and 
friends, never to be seen again, and passage was booked on the s.s. 
Illinois of the United St~tes Line. 'ti/hen the Illinois left England 
in September, 1875, it carried eleven Bewleys. John. was 49, Jane 45, 
I.Jary _15, Elizabeth 13, Annie 12, Jo~n 101 Jessie almost 8, George 
~nd S~rah almost 6, Habel 3, and Alice 12 years of age. 

October 4, 18?5 should be a red letter day among Bewley des­
cendants for· on that day the Illinois landed the Be,vley immigrants 
at Philadelphia, Penn., where they rem~ined until the 12th getting 
their bnggage ashore. The following three weeks they lived in Fitts­
burg where the children were introduced to the .American schools. 
They left Pittsburg because of the smoke, dirt, and dust. November 
found them at Alexandria, an old Southern town in Virginia, just 
across the Potomac River from Wnshington, D.~. During the four 
months they lived in Alexandria, John w~s traveling about looking 
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for a farm. On Feb. 24, 18?6 the Bewleys moved the few miles to 
Be·rvzyn (then Brr1nchville), 11:d., where John l1ad bought a farm from 
:Lir. Shane.brooks, paying rtbout ~~9400 for it. L~ter he bought a sme .. 11-
er tract, so that he owned about 250 acres. Sixty acres were on the 
Eervzyn side, the rest ncross the Pike. The f~rm contained much wood 
c.nd ,;;,rnter, for John ¥Tr-ts a lover of nature nnd used to like to ,vnlk in 
the woods with his hands clasped behind his back. It was his inten­
tion to build a s~wmill and saw up the fine big trees, mostly o~k, 
and sell the lumber. For this purpose "w7here the cold and ~,a.rm 
brQnches met, he dug Q small ditch through which to float the l~rge 
logs nnd to provide water power. His death prevented the fulfillment 
of this plnn, but about-1892 his two sons bought ~n engine for about 
:·jl400, set it up there, and sav1ed lumber until the sup-ply v1ns ex­
hausted. Later the mill burned. A strip of land along the pike was 
leased for a time to a clay company. 

In 1888 the present "Lochinvar" home was finished and the family 
moved into the new and spacious residence. Previously they had lived 
in en old tobacco barn which had been converted into a home. 

After almost five yeQrs in America, John died at the age of 
fifty-four, August 29, 1880. His death w~s unexpected. He had had 
e.. cold which de·veloped into di phtherin. Do ct ors were called and it 
was in their presence that he died. They gave him scme medicine to 
relieve the congestion in his chest, but in taking it he began to 
choke ~nd was soon gone. He died in the corner of the front room of 
the little house used ~s their home after coming to Berwyn. He lies 
buried in the Beltsville Cemetery, three miles up the Pike from Loch­
invar. Fis deqth ,vas the second in the family in .America, for Emmn 
bhbel hnd died in the summer of 18?6. She, toof lies buried in the 
Beltsville Cemetory. Of his immediate frJnily, two others Qre also 
buried there, his wife Jane and his daughter Hn.ry. 

For ten yenrs after John's death 9 Jane kept the fQfilily together. 
She supervised the running of the farm, directed ull th.e 1vork, and 
often mounted her horse to ride about the f~rm, even when she was 
well uri in her fifties. Once she fell from her horse while opening 
a gnte, c~using her to light on the end of her spine. This brought 
on CRncer of the rectum, c~using her greBt suffering. Finnlly, sh~ 
died !)ecem'ber 6, 1890, sixty ~re~rs of age. Jessie ·vVas the only one 
of her children whom she saw r1arried. The remaining f2mily of seven 
continued to live ~t Lochinv~r for seven ye2rs before ~ny of them_ 
were married. 1fury, the oldest 9 wns thirty ~nd Alice, the youngest, 
,v2.s but sixteen when their mother died. Bet'\veen 189? and 1906, John, 
George, Annie, Alice, r..nd Snrah all m:-i..rried, lec..Ying l.Trtry· :'l.nd Eliza­
beth ~lone nt Lochinvar. These nll continued to live in Eeruyn or 
in \vR.shington or the irnMedinte vicinity. 

John and Jane ,vere r~1i thful Christians, regularly attending the 
local churches when possible. Both le~rned to read from the Bible. 
John habitually would kneel ~this bedside to say his prGyers before 
~~tiring at night. Jnne learned the Shorter Catechis~ and in her 
~ifties could still answer the questions. John had a quiet, gentle 
.:nd ~mic .. ble disposi tio~1 Cund \VP.S D.. lover of ch .. ildren; anin1a.ls, and

JOHN BEWLEY AND ELIZABETH PEAP..SON. 

John Bewley was born in 1?88 at Buckab~nk, Cumberland County, 
2~glando On Jnnu~ry 3rd his parents gnve a gre~.t baptismal feast for 
Dim, the like of which w~s seldom heard of in Dalston or its neigh­
~oring parishes. He went to school in the ne~rby town of Dalston, to 
~c~1e sa.me grarnriar school where his grandfather had been schoolmaster 
about the middle of the 18th century. In due time his own three 
~iiildren were to attend the same school. 

Less than three years after his father's death, and a year after 
his mot11er' s 9 John Eevvley married Elizabeth Pearson. About the yec..r 
of his m~rri~ge, 1825, he removed from his old Buckab~nk home, going 
about four miles to live ~t Woodhouses 9 Great Orton Parish. There 
their three children were born, John Pe~rson in 1826, Elizabeth in 
1829, and EdwQrd in 1830. About 1850 the Bewleys moved from Wood­
houses to Causn Grange where the Edward newley branch continues to 
the present d~y. Causa Grange is about five miles from Woodhouses, 
five from Buckabank, and nine miles southwest of Cnrlisle. 

Soon after 1850 their d~ughter Elizebeth was married to James 
Atkinson, n prosperous merchant ~nd one-time mayor of Carlisle, near 
which they lived at Harraby House. John Pearson went to Ireland to 
farm about 1853. He married Jane Patterson in 1858 and left for Aus­
tralia. Edward, the youngest, mnrried Hnnnah Jefferson in 1862 and 
continued at Causa Grange until his de~th in 1919. 

Their f~.ther, John Bewley, was ~ fine type of a country gentle­
man or country squire. Thirty-seven at the time of his marriage, he 
perhaps h~d become a little set in his ways. He was an autocratic 
old gentleman but a fine one. He WRS determined to have his own way, 
~nd his wife Rlways had to give in to him. He was a proud .man but a 
kind one, n mnn of great ~uthority and highly respected in his neigh­
borhood. He was a director of two bnnks in c~rlisle and had large 
sums in e~ch. }=e v1~s a guardir .. n of \ligton a.nd v10..s on the District 
Council of C~rlisle\ His wife used to say of him, always spe~king of 
him e .. s John 3e,nley :-:fter his denth, "John Be,vley never did any ~iiork 
in his life but bring in the cov1s." Strictly spe8.king, however, he 
is known to h~ve m~de G brick over, ~nd he insisted on feeding the 
threshing mnchine. Re wns R progressive m~n ~nd bought the first 
threshing machine in the country-side. He ~lso got the first 11 tr3p 11 

in the district, ~nd used to ride on Sund::,.ys t."tnd on specie.! occc:sions 
~s proudly ns ~ny, in his top silk h~t. These sRme h~ts, when they 
bec~e n little ·worn or oldj he \Vore 1:vhen threshing \7i th £1.. green veil 
over his eyeso He WRS ~lways careful ~bout his manner of dress. 

John played the violin and used to nccompany his granddaughter~ 
I.-12.ria .A.tki nson, who played the piano. He \Vas fond of 11 "~e :Banks and 
Br1.es of Bonnie Do one. 11 He h[l..d \Vhi te soft hands and v1ell kept nr:.i ls. 

He liked to sit in his upstairs room and look out the window, or 
he v1ould "rame n.nd re<'.d" 2.s his v,ife cnlled it, sitting in his chair 
o,~rlooking the front l~wn. He possessed~ very good memory nnd wns 
~ g~e~t reuder of current liter~ture. He could add pounds, shillings 
~nd pence, ~11 ~t the s~me time nnd with e~se.

",JT'l.s often he:'..rd from his lips. }~e al,vnys drf'..nk his tea from his 
s~uce;r, probn.bly in order to 11c'..Ve it "just blood he~to 11 If the me.~.l 
did not suit him he would get up from the table without a word and

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carpet slippers above the cupboard in the hall and no grandchild 
dared to touch "grandfather's slippers." 

He w~s a gre~t walker and used to think nothing of walking the 
ten miles to CQrlisle, and then back. In fGct, the last time he was 
nt C~rlisle he w~lked there. He used to meet his daughter Elizabeth 
coming from school and carry her on his shoulders or bnck. He had 
learned his alphabet from the Bible, ~nd he taught his children and 
some of his grandchildren who were fortunate enough to know their 
country squire grandf~ther, in the same way. Locked between his 
knees his children could not escape learning their "letters." 

He WRS never seriously sick n day in his life and neither was 
his wife 9 ~lthough she never considered herself strong. One day lirs. 
Bewley thought she had a sore thro~t or sone other ill, and hnd her 
husb~nd cnll in the doctor. After carefully examining her, the doc­
tor turned to John and said, 117/ell, I.fr. Bewley, you'll never have to 
marry r'.. second wife!" Elizabeth ,v~s quite shocked and indignant at 
the doctor's words, but rifter the doctor left she went over and sat 
on John's knee for a time. John had dnrk brown hair ,vhich began to 
turn gray in his late seventies. He was a stern-looking man, tall, 
stouts Bnd well-built. His cheeks had a touch of red in them. 

John Bewley died at Causa Grange in 1869, at the nge of 81, 
from heart failure. Elizabeth died at the snme ege, eight years 
later, in 18??. Both were buried in the Carlisle Cemetery, Ward 3, 
Section K, · ,vhere her sister and brother-in-law, Sarah Pe~rson and 
John l!oore, ,vere r .. lso buried. Within the following tl-iree years the 
d~ughter, Eliz3beth 9 and elder son, John Penrson Bewley, also died. 

Eli zn.beth Tenrson was born in 1 ?96 2nd we.s eight yen.rs younger 
that John Bewley Rt the time of their marriage in 1825. She came of 
a fnmily of the country squire clQss. The PeLrsons stood high in 
the community and financially were better off than the Bewleys.

George Patterson was born in Scotland at Jamestown, near Glen­
dinning, in the Pnrish of Westerkirk, about three miles east of the 
Cote Farm, in the Parish of Eskdalemuir, where lla.ry Graha.m, his wife, 
was born. 30th. parishes are in Dumfriesshire, n.nd both George and 
Mary continued to live in the shire or county until their deaths. 

George was born September 20, 1?96 nnd was the oldest son of 
the living children, five or six in number. Two sisters were older. 
A son, also cnlled George, had been born in 1795, but he had died. 
His ~arents were John Patterson (1769-1830) and Jean Hotson (1760-
184?}, both of Dumfriesshire. The country surrounding Jamestown was 
hilly, covered with heather and brack. It was no good for agricul­
ture, so most of the population of the Esk valley raised sheep. 

Jamestown itself was a small village set on the IJeggot ~"later. 
It was built about 1?90 to accomodate forty miners and their families 
and, therefore, was a very young, newly.built village at the time 
George was born. The village had been built because of the discovery 
of a mine of antimony a little to the eastward - the only mine of its 
kind in the British Isles. Jamestown was provided with grazing­
grounds, a store, and other appliances of convenience and comfort, 
some of which the other tiny and older villages round about could not 
boast. A schoolhouse and library were built for the children. Yet 
for some cause not fully explained, mining operations were suspended 
about the close of the century (c.1800). Jamestown to-day hardly 
exists as a village, for there are only three or four cottages there, 
and some of the ruins of the once flourishing village. The import~ 
ance of Jamestown was therefore already on the decline during the 
early boyhood of George. 

John Patterson, his father, probably was not- a miner, for he 
had moved into the district from the south in 1784 then a lad of fif­
teen. He was instead probably a farmer or a shoemaker. Son George 
became a shoemaker, and it is not improbable that he learned the 
trade from hi.s fether. George followed the trade until about 1640 
when, due probably to the introduction of shoe manufacturing machin­
ery, he became a farmer and remained one until his death in 1869. 

During his youth George had probably become acquaj.nted with his 
future v,rife, 1.iary Graham. Though they lived in different parishes, 
Jamestown was really nearer to the Eskdalemuir church than to the 
Westerkirk. The dist~nce was little more than three miles across the 
hills, though there was no road. There was also a good grammar 
scp.ool at ~skdalemuir, taught by a distant cousin of ifriry' s, John 
Grah2m by name, and George possibly attended this school. 

1.fary Graham v,as born August 23, 1804 at the Cote Farm ,vhich had 
been tenanted by the Grah~ms for generations, and where Gruhn.ms live 
to this dGy. Like nll ne~rby farms, it w~s n sheep f~rm, though a 
few small p~tches were given over to vegetables nnd small grain. 

l'L':.ry W[)__S the seventh in a family of ten children, three girls 
end seven boys. Her p~rents were D~vid Gr~hRm (1?49-1815) and Jane 
2mi th (1 ?63-184?). ~.Vhen l!c~ry 1qas fourteen her oldest brotl1er 't.Villirun 
married nnd lived at Cote. Cousins on her fRther's side and on her 
n1other' s side n.lso lived t1.t Cote. ~Vhen llary married in 1824 Cote 
prob~bly hnd its lnrgest number of inhabitants, 16 or 20 relatives. 

Soon ~fter their marriage George and l~ry P~tterson went to live 
~t Cr~igs, in the Parish of ?tiddlebie, twelve ~iles south of their 
old hemes. There they lived from 1824 to 1836, during which time 
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Jane, who was later to marry John Pearson Bewley, two sisters and two 
brothers were born, the two latter dying when less than ten months 
old. The house in which they lived is still str.nding and was built 
by George Patterson. It contained two good-sized rooms and was of 
stone ~ith a fireplace at each end. There were also one or two small 
buildings behind.• John Pntterson, his father, lived with them for a 
time before his de~th there in 1830, at the age of 61. \Vhen his sis­
ter came to live with them he built an extru room on one end. 

From 1835 to 1840 the family lived at Hotts, a small place half 
a mile from Cr~igs, where two daughters were born. While there the 
fn.mily kept a tame fox which uas quite an attraction in the neighbor­
hood. In 1841 the PGttcrsons moved to Kennedy's Corner, or The Cor­
ner. There were only two or three houses there, the nearest one be­
ing a hundred yards away. Their home is still occupied; it was of· 
brick and was Q very nice looking building. Five more children were 
born there, making a family of nine living children, two boys and 
seven girls, ranging from twenty-four to one year of age in 1849 
when the lnst, DQvid Gr~hr'..lil, wns born. By this time some of the old­
er children, as was the local custom, were beginning to find employ­
ment on nearby farms and in homes as domestic servants. 

In 1834 Thomcts Telford, the great engineer, died in London with­
out heirs. ~eorge Patterson, his cousin, made some efforts on the 
part of relatives to secure the property. At thnt time, however, it 
was not known that Telford had left a will in which he had disposed 
of his ~16,000 ('?6,500) mostly for educ~tionnl and charity purposes. 

George died ~t The Corner June 6, 1869, ~.ged ?2, ~nd w~s bu·ried 
in Y~rkconnel ChurchyQrd where his two infQnt sons hnd been buried 
~nd where his wife w~s buried ufter her de~th at her d~ughter's home 
at 3r~yton Stntion, November 19, 1888, nged 84. The cemetery is a 
small one and h~s been recently closed. It will prob~bly ~lw~ys re­
m~in in good preservation for it is noted as containing 11 the ashes of 
'F~ir ~elen of Kirkconnel Lee' and those of her lover Adam Fleming, 
whose pathetic t;).le hns so often been told in prose and verse." 

Uary continued to live nt The Corner nnd ~t the homes of her 
neQrby children. She was evidently more energetic than George. Her 
youngest son, Dnvid Grnham, used to sny that if his father had had as 
much "gurnptiont1 as 'his rnother had, they would all hr'-.Ve got along well 
fin~ncinlly. She hQd inherited~ strong constitution, and her grand­
children in the snme district say that she "wnlked the twenty miles 
from The Corner to Cote, Eskd~lemuir to visit her fRmily in her old 
home, with n child n fortnight old in her arms, and a three-ye~.r old 
son, John, by the hnnd. She ~lso "~Jr..lked from The Corner to Sillotl1 
in one dt:,y, m~king forty miles. She often \V~lked from Cr~.igs to An­
nw, ten miles, v,i th a basket of eggs and butter, get c.. tuppenny bun 
or so for lunch, ~nd w~lk back and do her work when she got b~ck 
hoine, milking, etc." The frtrthest she gQt from home wn.s to London. 

George died just se~renty years ago, nt ·which tin1e he had seven·­
t :3en gr2.ndchi ldren o Ylhen r.:[',,ry died in 1888 she h3.d 42 gro..ndchi ldren 
2nd ~bout 10 gre~t grandchildren. In 1925, a century after their 
~~rringe, they had livtng one daughter, 29 grandchildren, ?6 grent 
tsr~ndchildren, 14 gre0.t gre0..t grandchildren~ ~nd 9 great gre2.t gre8.t 
gr~ndchildren, mnking 129 living descend:1nts. Of nll he~ nine child­
ren ,vho lived, it is believed that Jane P:r.tterson Be'tvley to-dny has 
thG most descendnnts, living and de~d - no f0~er th~n 82. Aside from 
the Bev1leys, most of George's nnd IJrry' s descendants live in Scotland 
and North EnglRnd, though some have gone to 3~itish ureas overseas.
