Ie was a iarmer, and also a dealer in the
products of the country, a quiet business mau, taking but little part in
public affairs, but it is said, serving with credit in the Indian wars.

Born at New IHaven, in 1686 or 1687. In him the roving
disposition of the family, which had been dormant for two generations,
re-asserts itsclf, and it has ever been a prominent characteristic of his
descendants. He married early in life and lived in various parts of
Connccticut and Massachusetts; one account states that he died in the
latter State, while another states that ho went to New J orsey with his
son Zachariah and died there at an advanced age. He undoubtedly
had a comparativoly large family, but of his daughters absolutely
nothing is known, and indecd no attempt has been made to trace the
female members of the fourth and fifth generations. The tradition
that scveral of his sons were victims of the Wyoming masaacre is
given elsewhore in this volume.
